1. Actuality of theme: The theme of the lesson is extraordinarily actually. І. History of surgery of Ukraine

The history of world surgery dates back many centuries. For example, in Assyria and Babylon, almost 2000 years before our era, some operations were performed with the help of bronze knives. In ancient India, bleeding was stopped with a tight bandage, the joints of the edges of the wound were joined together. The Indian method of skin plasty has survived to this day. In addition, in India performed trepanation of the skull, laparotomy, surgical interventions during childbirth.
Short essay of development of surgery in Ukraine.

Term "surgery" - cheirurgia - originates from two Greek words: “cheir” - is a “hand” and “ergon” - work, that in translation on Ukrainian means "needlework".

It is known from old-ukrainian literary sights that surgery stood at a premium at our ancestors.

In times of Kyiv Russia (ІХ - ХІІІ century) the first professional doctors (so called artisans) which gave medical help in large town began to appear. Some of them had the special ability to medical treatment of wounds, breaks, bleeding. Century-old experience of folk empiric medicine was basis of their knowledge.


Later, in ХІУ century, when workshop medicine is, artisans-physicians which are already named "hairdressers" unite in workshops. Exactly workshops became basis of both creation of the first hospitals and school of medical shots. Some hairdressers owned outstanding trade in medical treatment of wounds, pulling out of teeth, conducting of amputations, operations from deleting of stone and, especially, in the mean of medical treatment widespread in those times - bloodletting. Most workshops existed in Lvov, Kamenets-Podolsk, and Kyiv.


In ХУ century there are fraternities are organizations of the Ukrainian orthodox low middle class in Ukraine. They carry on elucidative activity, and also brotherly hospitals are organized, there, as schools, were contained by facilities of believers. Bloodletting is done in hospitals, abscesses are unsealed, teeth are pulled out, wounds are bandaged, dislocations are set, make medical plaster.


In this time the row of higher educational establishments appears in Ukraine: collegiums in Ostrog, Lviv, and Kyiv were opened. Kyiv’s collegium which created in 1632 by Petro Mogyla, for former a hetman І. Mazepa acquires status of academy.


Organization of surgical help in the Zaporozhian army was original. During hikes the cossacks treated oneself: wounds covered by the two-bit of earth which before that ground on a palm by saliva. To be deprived the fever, conducted in the wineglass of vodka half- charge of gunpowder, drank this mixture and lay down to sleep. A Zaporozhian army retained by the facilities the row of hospitals most known which Trahtemirivskiy and Mezhigirskiy were from.
In ХУІІІ century in Russian the row of hospital schools begins to work. One of them - in Ukraine, in Elisavetgrad. Exits from Ukrainian brotherly schools, collegiums and Kyiv academy mainly were the students of these establishments. The best graduating students were sent for a border for the receipt of doctorate. First nine doctors which extracted in the Leyden rank of doctor of medicine were Ukrainians, pupils of the Kyiv academy.


Hospital schools spared a lot of attention to surgery. For this reason separate talented representatives of the Ukrainian people, without regard to a cruel anti-ukrainian policy which was conducted at that time, was able to walk up the top of surgical science. Here a few names about which it necessary to remember on that score.


Illya Vasilievich Byyalskiy (1789 - 1864) is the son of rural priest from Chernigov region. It was a wonderful anatomist and masterly surgeon. Published the "Anatomical-surgical tables" with a text about topography and operations on vessels and deleting of stone. An atlas was translated into all European languages. I. V. Byyalskiy first successfully did operation of resection of overhead jaw. Twice bandcenturyd a nameless artery, developed the original method of drainage of inflammatory processes of small pelvis through foramen obturatorii, that in surgery to our times named after him. He inculcated in surgical practice a lot of different instruments from which a spoon and curette by Byyalskiy were saved in the surgical sets to this day.


The first capital work of the military-field surgery named "Military-derivative medicine" in 5 parts (1836 - 1837) was wrote by Yakim Charukovskiy (1798 - 1848), which was born from Poltavcshina.
Pavel Petrovich Pelehin was the pioneer of antisepsis in Russia (Peleh) (1842 - 1917). Already in a few months of publishing of the English scientist Listr’s works on the questions of antisepsis P.P. Pelehin going to England and studies this method at an author, and after return home "Success of new ideas in surgery during medical treatment of wounds” publishes the first own work on antiseptic, difficult breaks and festering accumulations". Applying a method of antisepsis, a scientist reduced lethality from surgical interferences with 50-94% to 7%.
In 1898 P.P. Pelehin passes the savings to the family (70 thousand of the Russian karbovanetses by gold) to T.G. Shevchenko Scientific society in Lvov in order to organize "Petro Pelehin Department of surgery" at the first Ukrainian university. 
With our country names of distinguished Russian physicians are linked. On Ukrainian earth the bodies of two distinguished surgeons of ХІХ century – Nicolay Ivanovich Pirogov (1810 - 1871) are buried, in с. Vyshnya, near Vinnitca, and Nicolay Vasilievich Sclifosovskiy (1836 - 1904), in с. Yakivtci on Poltavcshina. І. Pirogov was the surgeon of pre-antisepsis era. His activity is mainly related to the grant of surgical help to wounds during the numerous soldiery expeditions of tsar’s army.

N.V Sklifosovskiy, as well as P.P. Pelehin, developing antiseptic and aseptic methods, inculcated operations on bilious ways, thyroid, resection of stomach, bone plasty operation. Nicolay Vasilievich thoroughly owned Ukrainian and the last four years of the life conducted in the Yakovtsy village, where gave local habitants medicare in the out-patient's clinic built for his personal funds.
In second half of ХІХ century the surgical clinics of medical faculties in Kharkov and Kyiv become the real cells of surgical science. In the Kharkov University the department of surgery exists at first in the separation of medical sciences, and with 1835 - on a medical faculty. With 1814 at this educational establishment a small surgical clinic is opened. Petr Zagorskiy and Illya Byyalskiy were the honored councilors the Kharkov University, and Pavlo Shumlyanskiy became the first professor of surgery.


Pavel Myhailovich  Shumlyanskiy (1750- 1824) was born on Poltavcshina, studied in the Kyiv-Mogylyanska academy, to Petersburg Hospital school at the General land hospital, in 1779 got the rank of doctor, whereupon worked in an army and studied abroad. In 1789 defended thesis for the degree of doctor of medicine in the Strasburg University on a theme: "De proxsma topicae inflammations causa", from 1970 – was the teacher of medical-surgical schools in Petersburg and Kronshtadt, from 1795 - professor of pharmacology and surgery of the Moscow medical-surgical academy. In 1805 hi was choose at the post of professor of surgery and dean of medical faculty of the Kharkov University.


Scientific works of P. М. Shumlyanskiy were devoted to different questions of operative surgery, in particular to setting of dislocations, warning and medical treatment of infectious diseases, study of mineral waters of the Poltava province and others like that.


From 1821 to 1833 M.I. Ellinskiy was the head of the department of surgery of the Kharkov University.


Nicolay Ivanovich Ellinskiy (1789 - 1834) was born in Ukraine, in 1817 graduated from the medical faculty of Kharkov University, then worked in Petersburg to the medical-surgical academy, where perfected the knowledges from surgery and anatomy. In 1821 he chose at the post of professor of surgery of medical faculty of the Kharkov University (during 1830-1833 also worked as the rector of University).


N.І. Ellinskiy was a talented lecturer and distinguished surgeon which used large popularity. He considerably improved teaching of surgery in the Kharkov University, organized at a clinic the ambulatory reception, was the first who enlisted students to practical exercises, educated a lot of surgeons, considerably multiplied the volume of surgical interferences, created the row of scientific works. He was the author of the first manual on desmurgy in two volumes, in which the newest achievements of desmurgy and traumatology were given; in particular application of gypsum is thoroughly described at medical treatment of breaks.


In 1858 the department of surgery of the Kharkov University was led by William Fedorvich Grube (1827-1898). Originally he was estonian, graduated from the Yur’evskiy (Tartu) University in 1850. On the department of surgery worked almost 40 years.


In the "Essays and supervisions from an optional surgical clinic" a scientist reported that carbolic acid he applied yet in 1865; it is also necessary to remember his merits on business of the use of anaesthetizing at operations. In 1871 W.F. Grube did in Kharkov the first operation under anesthesia by a nitrous oxide and published in 80th the row of the works devoted to application of chloroform and morphine.

In 1870 W.F. Grube at the wound of thorax with the disorder of internal pectoral artery did bandaging of vessels and wound, that connects a pleural cavity with an external environment, sewed up.


In 60th years of XIX century a scientist began worked above development of methods of operations at hydropsy of cerebrum and cerebral hernia, questions of medical treatment of the wounded. 

Distinguished Ukrainian surgeon of XIX century, which devoted the life to the Kharkov University, was the professor А.G. Podrez.


Pidriz (Podrez) Appollinariy Grygorievich (1852-1900) was born on Kharkov region. In 1875 he graduated from the medical faculty of the Kharkov University, in 1878 - defended doctoral thesis on a theme: "About nervous extracting", then worked as an intern of military hospital in Kharkov. From 1884 A.P. Pidriz was select by a private-docent, from 1887 - extraordinary, and from 1890 - ordinary professor and leader of surgical propedeutical clinic of the Kharkov University. From 1894 a scientist is a head of hospital surgical clinic. 


А.G. Pidriz was a distinguished surgeon, urologist, specialist of the military-field surgery, founder of row of difficult operative interferences. For example, he first in a world in 1897 deleted a strange body from a heart, in 1887 first in Ukraine (and in Russia) did successful splenectomy, first in Ukraine and Russia wrote a textbook on urology ("Surgical diseases of urinary and genital organs" (parts 1-2, Kharkov, 1887-1896), offered the original methods of colonostomy, gastroenterosctomy, medical treatment of urinary channel narrowing, stitch of mucus shell, facilities of intraabdominal connection of ureter with an urinary bladder and others. In addition, a scientist worked above the questions of neurosurgery, bone-joint tuberculosis, military-field surgery. А.G. Pidriz is an author over 50 scientific printing works.


The pupil of  М.A. Grube – Nicolay Petrovich Trinkler (1859-1925) graduated from the medical faculty of the Kharkov University in 1883, worked in it on the department of surgery, in 1889 perfected the knowledges in the E. Bergmann clinic in Germany, that year defended doctoral thesis of "For surgery oftransversal fractures of the kneepan". From 1905 he was the professor of departments of surgical pathology and therapy of the Kharkov University, and from 1913 - professor of faculty surgical clinic. 


To the pen of N.P. Trinkler belongs 78 scientific works devoted to the questions of oncology, neurosurgery, surgery of organs of abdominal cavity, traumatology. He offered the own method of drainage of ventricles of cerebrum, one of the first began to apply roenthenotherapy for medical treatment of oncologic patients, wrote monographs about medical treatment of wounds, syphilitic defeat of internal organs.

V.О. Karavayev was the first professor of surgery of the Kyiv University and one of the best surgeons of XIXth century.


Vladimir Afanasievich Karavaev (1811-1892) in 1831 graduated from the medical faculty of the Kazan University, two years worked in Petersburg, then was in the oreign business trip in Germany, in 1836-1838 worked in Derpt (Tartu) under the direction of М.І. Pirogov, in 1838 defended thesis on a theme: "De phlebitides traumatica". In 1841 he was invited to the Kyiv University on position of dean of medical faculty and professor of surgery.

Services by V.A. Karavaev before Ukrainian medicine are very considerable. He was one of organizers of medical faculty of the Kyiv University, a talented teacher, prominent clinician and research worker. Being the kind connoisseur of topographical anatomy, operative surgery, masterly owning a surgical technique, he attained brilliant successes at implementation of many of difficult operations, in particular in ophthalmology, spared much attention to work of students and doctors with patients, in an operating-room, in an out-patient's clinic. Under his influencing a lot of hundreds of doctors became surgeons and worked in Ukraine not only in towns, but also in villages. His students were such prominent surgeons, as N.М. Волкович, К.М. Sapezhko, І.F. Sabaneev, О.Т. Bagaevskiy, Ya.B. Zilberberg and others.
The scientific works of V.A. Karavaev were devoted to ophthalmology, rhinoplasty, ovariotomy, amputation. To his pen belong manual on operative surgery: "Course of operative surgery" (Kyiv, 1858) and "Oprative surgery" (Kyiv, 1886), which long time were the table books of doctors and students.


V.A. Karavaev pawned bases of application at operations of ether anesthesia and antiseptics. In 1839 he first in world executed extraordinarily difficult operation at the puncture of pericardial bag, developed the technique of conducting of such operation at perspirative pericarditises. One of the first in Ukraine a scientist started making operations from deleting of ovaries, worked and applied the own method of deleting of cataract, operation of harelip and others like that.


City Duma of Kyiv chose V.A. Karavaev the honoured citizen of city, named the street where he lived by his name, the bronze bust of scientist stands in the audience of faculty surgical clinic, on the Baykove cemetery his grave looks closely with care.

The distinguished Ukrainian surgeon which began the scientific work in XIX century, was N.М. Volkovich.


Nicolay Markiyanovich Volkovich (1858-1928) was born on Chernigov region. In 1882 he graduated from the medical faculty of the Kyiv University, worked as an intern of hospital surgical clinic of University of the professor Borngaupt, and then - leader of surgical by the separation of the Oleksandrivskiy hospital in Kyiv. In 1903 scientist chose as the professor of hospital surgical clinic, in 1911 - head of the department of faculty surgical clinic of the Kyiv University (then medical college). From 1923 to death N.М. Volkovich leaded the scientific-researching department of medicine at Kyiv General Administration of science. In 1908 he founded Kyiv scientific surgical society the chairman of which was to the end of life. In 1928 he was selected as the actual member of Ukrainian Academy of Sciences.

N.М. Volkovich - one of the first in Ukraine started making difficult operations in an abdominal cavity, much worked in field of traumatology, in particular became fame the device for medical treatment of breaks of joints (the Volkovich’s tire).


N.М. Volkovich was a talented scientist - surgeon, an author over 80 scientific works, a few monographs from which are classic works from surgery and known not only in Ukraine but also abroad. Scientific researches of scientist were devoted to different problems of surgery, in particular traumatology, surgery of abdominal cavity, rhinoscleroma, the study of goiter and others. One of first his large scientific works was the monograph of "Rhinoscleroma from clinical, pathologoanatomical and bacteriological side ", which he protected as doctoral dissertation and gave out in 1888 in Kyiv. This work did not lose the scientific value to this day.


In 1926 N.М. Volkovich published the famous monograph: "Appendicitis, cholelitic disease, tuberculous peritonitis" (Kyiv, 1926), and at 1928 - "Injuries of bones and joints" (Kyiv, 1928), which became capital work that declared him as the distinguished connoisseur of problems of traumatology and surgery of abdominal cavity and original thinker.


N.М. Volkovich the row of the Ukrainian surgeons educated. He used with large respect among students, doctors, professorship and Ukrainian public.


After N.М. Volkovich department in 1930 was led by A.P. Krymov. 


Alexey Petrovich Krymov was born in 1872 in family of distinguished artist - member of Academy of arts. In 1898, upon termination of the Moscow University, A.P. Krymov appropriated gold medal for the advanced study "Stones of kidneys and there treatment", that was written by him on the last courses of the medical faculty under the direction of professor Bobrov, with him he remained to work as an intern. 


In 1913 A.P. Krymov was invited on work in the clinic of hospital and faculty surgery of the Kyiv University. With his arrival all life of clinic changes, the endoscopic methods of investigation are widely entered, a pathologoanatomical museum is created, the creative advanced study is widely opened out. Exactly here A.P. Krymov and his students carried out research, inscribing new pages in the wonderful chronicle of domestic surgery.


By A.P. Krymov the 135 advanced studies, including ten monographs, are given out. One of them ("Study about hernias"), written in 1911, awarded the prize of the Bush’s academy and is considered one of the most weighable sources of world literature through this question. 30 scientific works scientist devoted to the actual questions of the military-field surgery.

Manual "Particular surgery", written by A.P. Krymov, became then a basic textbook from surgery for the medical institutes of Ukraine and in 1940 was awarded the S.P. Fedorov’s prize.

A.P. Krymov shows the interest in all new, progressive. Under his guidance already from 1933 in a faculty surgical clinic, as one of active biological methods of medical treatment tissue therapy is used. Basic attention A.P. Krymov concentrated on application of such therapy in the fight against pain syndromes and application of its influence on functional activity of stomach. Beginning from 1943, on proposal of scientist at tissue therapy living tissue (fresh peritoneum or its water extract) is used in a surgical clinic only that maximally promotes a medical effect.


Under the direction of A.P. Krymov executed and successfully protected 20 doctoral and about 20 candidate's dissertations. 


A medical faculty in the Lvov University operated during 1784 – 1805. On the second course of this University general surgery was laid out, and on fourth - the special surgery. In 1795 at the University a few clinics are opened. Surgery was taught by Avgust Kriegel, Frid, Frans, Mazel. A medical faculty did not have the Ukrainian professors.


In 1805 in place of medical faculty two year medical-surgical school was founded in Lvov, in 1833 it was reorganized on three-year. On the second and third courses of this school surgery was taught.


In 1894 at the Lvov University a medical faculty is again created. L. Ridiger works in it as a professor of surgery from 1897. Professor Ridiger first in a world executed the resection of stomach at the duodenum ulcer. He was the known authority in exigent surgery, urology, orthopedics, proctology, plastic surgery.


Different directions of surgical science and practice, which in course of time become separated from in independent specialities, acquire subsequent development in ХХ century. Ukrainian doctors successfully work in field of cardiac surgery, the founder of which in Ukraine was Amosov.


In 20-30 years of ХХ century first in a world S.S. Bryuhonenko and pathophysiolog V.D. Yanovskiy from Kyiv created vehicle of artificial circulation of blood (ACB). This invention defined subsequent development of cardiac surgery on a world scale.

Nikolay Mihailovich Amosov (1913 – 2002) - academician of National Academy of Sciences (NAS) (1969) and Academy of Medical Sciences of Ukraine (AMS) (1993), a member-correspondent Of Russian Academy of Medical Sciences (RAMS), doctor of medical sciences (1953), professor (1953), honoured worker of Ukraine (1955), laureate of the State prizes of Ukraine (1978, 1988), honoured director of Institute of cardiovascular surgery, AMS of Ukraine (from 1988).


Author over 400 scientific works, 19 monographs. He prepared 35 doctors and 80 candidates of sciences.


Author of such scientific works: "Articles of thoracic surgery" (1958); "Operations on the heart with artificial blood circulation" (1962); "Physical activity and heart" (1975, 1984, 1989); "Therapeutic aspects of cardiosurgery" (1982, 1990); "Surgical treatment of Fallot’s tetrad" (1982).


N.М. Amosov is founder of resection surgery of lungs and surgery of heart in Ukraine, one of leading scientists-surgeons and bio-cyberneticist of country. He first in Ukraine in 1952 conducted the resection of lungs, in 1955 - surgical medical treatment of lacks of heart, in 1958 - operation on a heart with artificial circulation of blood. In 1965 N. М. Amosov first in a world created and inculcated antithrombotic prosthetic appliances of valves of heart. First in Ukraine created clinic of cardiac surgery (1955), reorganized in 1983 in Institute of cardiovascular surgery, which became one of the most cardiac surgery centers of world.


In 1955 N. М. Amosov founded the department of thoracic surgery and anaesthesiology in the Kyiv Institute of perfection of doctors. In 1959-1990 headed the separation of bio-cybernetics of Institute of bio-cybernetics of NAS of Ukraine. Brought large contribution to development of biological, medical and psychological cybernetics.


In 1958 N. М. Amosov and by his employees in Kyiv the original model of ACB was created, and since then in Ukraine operations with ACB began widely used. The original models of ACB were created in Kharkov (A. A. Shalimov), Lvov (M.V. Danylenko).

Alexandr Alexeevich Shalimov (1918 – 2006) - academician of NAS (1978) that AMS (1998) of Ukraine, doctor of medical sciences (1958), professor (1961), honoured worker of science of Ukraine (1967), laureate of the State prize of Ukraine (1977), awarded of the Honoured difference of President of Ukraine (1993), honoured director of Institute of clinical and experimental surgery of AMS of Ukraine.

There is a highly skilled specialist in the fields of surgical gastroenterology, hepatopancreatology, vascular and thoracic surgery.

He is an author of the 802 advanced studies among which 25 manuals and monographs, 112 discoveries, confirmed by the copyright certificates and patents. Prepared 48 doctors and 82 candidates of sciences.

Basic scientific works of A. A. Shalimov are: "Diseases of pancreas» (1970); «Surgery of stomach and duodenum» (1972); «Atlas of operation on esophagus, stomach and duodenum» (1975); «Surgery of esophagus» (1975); «Surgery of intestines» (1977); «Atlas of operation on liver, bilious ways, pancreas and intestines» (1979); «Surgery of digestive tract» (1987); «Surgery of liver and billiary ducts» (1993).


The important value for development of surgery in Ukraine had establishment of surgical societies.


The first society of surgeons on Ukraine was founded in 1908 in Kyiv. N.М. Volkovich was an initiator and organizer of it and during 20 years was its chairman. Protocols of meetings of society for 1911-1912 show that first seat at the discussions was taken by abdominal surgery, in particular gastrointestinal and hepatic pathology, and also orthopedics and neurosurgery.


Odessa was the society of surgeons on Ukraine, founded in 1920 by К.P. Serapin. Lectures came into question on meetings of society, patients were demonstrated. Most lectures were devoted to surgery of abdominal cavity, problem of crawfish, bone tuberculosis.

Unique scientific medical societies with sections in all regional centers were organized in subsequent.


In 1926 in Odessa took place Ukrainian congress of surgeons chaired by Ya.V. Zilberberg, which such actual problems, as errors in surgery of abdominal cavity, cancer of mammary glands, surgery of bilious ways, medical treatment of bone tuberculosis, surgical medical treatment of white plague, medical treatment of joint’s fractures, and also question, about the state of surgical help on a mud flow came into question on, took place.


A leading role in development of surgery in these years was occupied by Kharkov, which became a methodical and scientific center from organization of traumatologic, orthopedic, neurosurgical, oncologic and other types of the specialized surgical help. In 1930 such research institutes were created in Kharkov, as an Institute of exigent surgery and blood transfusion, Institute of ear, throats, nose, Ukrainian Institute of experimental medicine.


ІІ Ukrainian congress of surgeons was convened in September, 1927. Programmatic questions were surgical tuberculosis, transplantation of tissues and organs, festering surgical infection, surgical medical treatment of pancreatitises, postoperation thromboembolism, peptic ulcers, cancer of colon, spontaneous gangrene, acute appendicitis, agricultural traumatism.

ІІІ Ukrainian congress of surgeons took place in 1928 in Dnepropetrovsk. S.І. Spasocucotskiy, S.P. Fedorov, N.I. Napalcov, S.S. Yudin took part in its work. Programmatic questions were kidney-stone disease, surgery of colons, wound infection, free autoplastic, intra-joint fractures.


With 7 for September, 10, 1930 ІV Ukrainian congress of surgeons took place in Kharkov; questions is under consideration into question medical treatment of bones breaks, blood transfusion, postoperation suppurations.


V Ukrainian congress of surgeons was devoted to ulcerous illness, traumatism, and medical treatment of osteomyelitis. On him the convincing resections of stomach at ulcerous illness given in favor were resulted.


The Ukrainian conference on the questions of medical education which the problems of necessity of expansion of the scientific-pedagogical personnel training through graduate training and clinical ordinatura took place in February, 1935. With this purpose a conference recommended to extend the clinical bases of institutes. Pursuant to the order of Ministry of Public Health of Ukraine from March, 17, 1936 after medical institutes the large surgical separations of hospitals and scientific-experimental institutes on the base of which were fastened the surgical departments of institutes conducted the advanced study teaching.


In June, 1936 VІ Ukrainian congress of surgeons took place in Odessa. The programmatic questions of congress were diffuse peritonitises, intestinal impassability, infectious wounds, and traumatism. It is marked that for the last decade mortality at peritonitises diminished in 3 times almost, the traumatologic help became better.


The planned surgical works of doctors of Ukraine were interrupted by Great Patriotic war; the far of surgeons of Ukraine worked in front hospitals, less part was evacuated to the rear and there worked partly in hospitals or rearward hospitals. Many Ukrainian surgeons worked in partisan connections.


The Ukrainian surgeons brought in a lot of new and original in organization of surgical help to the wounded. М.М. Milostanov offered and inculcated in practice the row of important measures on a prophylaxis and complex therapy of shock; B.S. Shmarevich and B.S. Babich inculcated in medical practice of hospitals complex therapy of traumatic damages of locomotor system, skin and bone plasty, medical treatment of contractures, preparation to prosthesis.


In a period of the war the Ukrainian surgeons successfully developed the question of vasular and thoracic surgery. О. V. Melnikov, К. D. Dvuzhylnaya and I. Ya. Deyneka made considerable contribution to development of methods of medical treatment of consequences of wounds of stomach, in particular in medical treatment of intestinal fistula.


In post-war years in Ukraine the hospitals of invalids of Domestic war were created in regional centers. The hospitals of the specialized help were created also  in Kharkov and Kyiv (neuro-surgical and orthopaedic), in Odessa - hospital of pectoral and eye surgery.


In 1946-1947 years on Ukraine the stations of medical first-aid were organized almost in all towns, sanitary aviation is created. On 7th Ukrainian congress of surgeons that took place in January, 1948 the decision about conducting of attestation of surgeons was accepted, that every 2 years are conducted. Association of policlinics and permanent establishments was executed in 1949 that gave possibility to the policlinic surgeons to promote qualification in the surgical separations.


On the 8th Ukrainian congress of surgeons the necessity of prophylactica medical examination came into question and the planned sanitation of population related to it.


On the 9th Ukrainian congress of surgeons took place in 1958. Surgeon М.S. Kolomeychenko marked high activity of district surgeons. The clinic of thoracic surgery which was led by the distinguished surgeon М.М Amosov was created in the Kyiv institute of improvement of doctors. In subsequent he conducted operations on a heart, executed prosthetics of valves; this clinic gave help to the habitants of different villages and cities of former Soviet Union.


Considerable contribution in organization of surgical help to the population of Ukraine was brought in by the academician A.A. Shalimov.


In 1959 he was appointed as a head of the department of thoracic surgery of the Institute of improvement of doctors.


From 1965 year he holds a position of rector of the Kharkov research institute of general and exigent surgery. After his participation the vehicle of artificial circulation of blood is developed, experimentally the developed method of transplantation of pancreas. In 1971 he was appointed as director of the Kyiv research institute of clinical and experimental surgery, where the separations of surgery of liver and pancreas were organized by him, surgery of stomach and intestine, vessels and heart, separation of experimental surgery. In practice of work of surgical separations of Ukraine organ-saving operations on a stomach and duodenum at ulcerous disease were introduced. Due to the A.A. Shalimov. initiative the centers of vascular surgery, intestinal bleeding, acute pancreatitises, portal hypertension, microvascular surgery are created in Ukraine in large towns; were inculcated developed by the collective of institute of method of resection of gullet with the plastic arts by a colon, method of programmable laparotomy, resections of stomach, reconstructive and plastic operations on bilious channels.


The use of ultrasonic apparatus is inculcated in practice of work of surgical separations, fibrous and laser apparatus. The mini-invasive methods of interference are quickly inculcated: laparoscopic, videothoracoscopic, paracentetic operative interferences, that enables quickly and high-quality surgical help to the patient.
ІІ. Organization of surgical help in Ukraine

The chart of organization and volume of surgical help depends on the type of medical establishment.

1.
Physician’s assistant point gives urgent premedical first help.

2.
District hospital - gives urgent, exigent and general surgical hospital help at the acute surgical diseases and trauma.

3.
The surgical separation of district hospital gives surgical help to the patients with acute surgical pathology and trauma, patient with the most widespread diseases (hernia, gastric ulcer, cholecystitis) in the planned order.

4.
Regional and city hospitals except for the foregoing types of help give the special types of surgical help yet (urology, orthopaedics, oncologic). The ambulatory surgical help appears in policlinics.

5.
In the surgical clinics of medical institutes and institutes of improvement of doctors except for development of general surgical help and separate types of the specialized surgical help, scientific development of that or other sections of surgery is conducted.

6.
Research institutes in accordance with the type give specialized surgical help and execute scientific development of surgical problems (for example, institute of urgent care, institute of traumatology and orthopaedics, institute of pectoral surgery, oncologic institute and etc.).

ІІІ. Ethics and deontology in surgery

In practice work of surgical separation it follows necessarily to adhere to the following principles:

1.
Harmonic raising of work, that is based on the clever distributing of rights and duties of basic workers of surgical separation.

2.
Constantly to take into account the value of psyche of patients for the consequences of medical treatment and guard the psyche of patients.

3.
Concordance of scientific knowledges about different illnesses with the concrete features of every patient (determination of the most complete individual diagnosis and setting of clear plan of medical treatment).

4.
Clear introduction in life of principle is "surgery for a patient, instead of patient for surgery".

5.
Determination and discussion of errors and accumulation thus experience due to own work that answers preparation of surgeon, instead of due to patients which are operated - by boldness of surgeon that excels his ability.

One of primary important sections of surgical deontology is the guard of psyche of patients in all surgical establishments, beginning from a policlinic. For example, in a policlinic quite often a doctor after the inspection peremptorily reveals to the patient that at him doing a cancer and operation is already impossible. It results in psychogenic shock and suffering of patient. Reference with the real diagnosis needs to be given out in the case of necessity only. Such diagnosis, as a cancer needs to be revealed to the patient as supposition and only in that case, when a patient renounces necessary medical treatment.


In doubtful case or easily accessible to radical medical treatment it is required to give out reference about a tumour or ulcer and to send a patient to the oncologic dispensary or surgical separation of permanent establishment.


The waiver of decisive hasty actions in the case of absence of possibility to bring operation to a clever conclusion is a basic deontological rule during large interferences. Benefactions of surgeon for his patients can be folded not only as a result of operations which he does, and as a result of those which he is contained from.


It is never impossible to tell to the incurable surgical patient that is impossible to do operation to him; it is always needed to notarize a patient, that he does not need operation now; such patient it follows to appoint conservative therapy to the protracted term, sometimes on 3-4 months.
