The specificity of the concept of quality of life is that it includes both objective and subjective criteria that characterize the physical, mental and social well-being, the totality of which is health - an integral indicator that contains functional criteria, symptoms associated with a disease, mental state (depression, agitation, anxiety, social activityetc). The most important feature of modern approaches to the study of quality of life is the provision that it has two sides: objective, which is determined by normative and statistical characteristics, and subjective, which is due to the fact that the needs and interests of a particular individual and manifested in itsensations and estimates.

- based on external objective assessment.

	Quality of life assessment parameters


	- physical: energy, fatigue, physical discomfort, sleep and rest;

- psychological: self-esteem, concentration, positive emotions, negative experiences, thinking;

- degree of independence: daily activity, ability to work, dependence on drugs and treatment;

- life in society: daily activity, social ties, friendships, social significance, professionalism;

- environment: housing and everyday life, security, leisure, availability of information, ecology (climate, pollution, population density);

- spirituality and personal beliefs.

	Components of the concept of quality of life
	Multidimensionality -quality of life includes information about the main areas of human life: physical, psychological, social, spiritual and economic. Health-related quality of life assesses components that are not directly associated with the disease and allows to determine the impact of the disease and the treatment process on the patient.
Variability over time- quality of life changes over time depending on the patient's condition, due to a number of endogenous and exogenous factors. Data on QOL allow to monitor the patient's condition and, if necessary, to correct therapy.
The patient's participation in the assessment of his condition- the quality of life component is especially important. Assessment of the quality of life, which is conducted by the patient personally, is a valuable and reliable indicator of his general condition.
