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The rules of admission to postgraduate department of Odesa National Medical University in 2021 (hereinafter - the Rules of admission) are developed in accordance with the Law of Ukraine "On Higher Education" from 01.07.2015 №1556-VII; The conditions of admission to higher educational institutions of Ukraine, approved by the order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine dated October 15, 2020 № 1274 and registered with the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on December 09, 2020 for № 1225/35508; The Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine dated 06.11.2015 №1151 "On the peculiarities of the introduction of the list of branches of knowledge and specialties of Higher Education Candidates, approved by the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 29.04.2015 №266"; The procedure of PhD and Doctor of Science candidates training in higher educational institutions (scientific institutions), approved by the  Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated March 23, 2016 №261; The procedure for organizing the admission and training (internship) of foreigners and stateless persons, approved by the order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine 11.01.2013 №1541 (as amended by the order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine from 11.12.2015 №1272), registered with the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on January 05, 2016 at №8 / 28138; Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine dated 23.06.2016 №707, №816 dated 08.07.2016, №79-l dated 18.04.2017 "On licensing of educational activities at the  third educational and scientific level" (identification code 02010801).
1.
General provisions
1.1. The rules of admission to postgraduate are approved by the Academic Council of Odesa National Medical University (hereinafter ONMedU), as supplement to the Rules of Admission on the basis of the Conditions of Admission to Higher Educational Institutions, and on time publishes them on the official website of ONMedU.

1.2.
Educational process on the third (educational scientific) level of higher education ONMedU is provided in accordance with the obtained licenses in 221 dentistry, 222 medicine, 226 pharmacy, industrial pharmacy, 228 pediatrics and specializations approved by the Academic Council of ONMedU.

1.3.
Preparation of PhD candidates is performed by:

- postgraduate department of ONMedU in full-time and part-time forms of education;

1.4.
Ukrainian citizens, foreigners and stateless persons residing in the territory of Ukraine on legal grounds, who have obtained a master's degree or specialist, are admitted to postgraduate studies on a competitive basis, indicating relevant specialty. 

2.
Financing of training

2.1.
For Ukrainian citizens and persons equated to them, training at postgraduate department is performed: 

 - at the expense of the State budget (by state order) (full-time and full-time evening forms of study); 

- at the expense of legal entities or individuals (under the terms of the contract, in particular at the expense of grants received by ONMedU for scientific research, which provides for the preparation of PhD candidates).

 Plans for admission to full-time and full-time evening postgraduate studying by state order are approved in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine and submitted to ONMedU by the Ministry of Health of Ukraine in accordance with the order.
2.2.
Postgraduate training in excess of the state order plan is carried out on the basis of contracts concluded between ONMedU and entrants to postgraduate department (institutions, organizations and enterprises that sent them to study), which provide full reimbursement of expenses for their training, including the payment of scholarships on the terms specified by the customer training.

2.3.
The cost of training for the number of postgraduate students who are trained outside the state order is determined by the Academic Council of ONMedU, taking into account the license volume specified in the license, under which  it carries out educational activities at the third level of higher education and opportunities to provide qualified scientific guidance and educational needs of postgraduate students in the relevant specialty.
2.4.
A person who previously studied at postgraduate department at the state order and has not defended or was expelled has the right to re-enter the postgraduate department under the state order only if reimbursed of funds spent on training, in the manner prescribed by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

2.5.
 The normative term of training of the PhD at postgraduate department is

four years.
3.
Terms and procedure for accepting applications and documents 
for admission to postgraduate department of ONMedU
3.1.
Before accepting applications and documents for admission to postgraduate department ONMedU places advertisements in the mass media and on the official website with the indication of scientific specialties, terms and conditions of admission, the list of necessary documents for admission.
3.2.
Acceptance of documents for admission to postgraduate department is performed in the following terms:

Candidates for admission to postgraduate department submit the following documents:
1)
a statement addressed to the Rector; 

2)
a personnel record paper certified by the personnel department;
3) 
a copy of the diploma of a Specialist or Master with the indication of the acquired specialty and an appendix
4)  
a list of published scientific works and inventions (if available); if there are no scientific works, an abstract on the specialty is given;

5)
a copy of the certificate of a specialist or pharmacist (if available);

6)
the recommendation of the Academic Council of the relevant university (institute) on scientific work (if available);

7)
a certificate of knowledge of English language. TOEFL, International English Language Testing System, or Cambridge English Language Assessment certificate (if available);

8) 
a medical certificate of health in the form №086 – u

Passport and originals of higher education diploma and appendix to it, certificates are submitted by the candidate personally.
3.4 
All copies of documents are certified with originals by the postgraduate department. Copies of documents without originals are not considered.

3.5 
A person who submits a diploma issued by a foreign higher education institution for admission to postgraduate department is admitted to the entrance examinations on an equal footing with other persons. Enrollment of such candidate is performed in case of successful passing of entrance examinations by the decision of the Academic Council of ONMedU. Within 6 months, the graduate student is obliged to nostrify the diploma in the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine.
4. Features of the organization of admission to postgraduate department

4.1.
 An admission committee is created by order of the Rector to admit PhD candidates.

4.2. 
To conduct a competitive selection for admission to postgraduate department the admission committee organizes the acceptance of applications and documents, entrance exams, performs competitive selection of candidates for enrollment. 

4.3.
 Persons who have submitted all the documents necessary for admission in accordance with the rules of admission are admitted to the entrance examinations. 

4.4.
 The list of persons admitted to the entrance examinations is published through the official website of ONMedU. The Admission Committee may deny a candidate to take the entrance examinations to postgraduate department only due to the failure to submit the documents specified in paragraph 3.3 of the Rules of admission after the deadline. 

4.5.
 Entrance examinations to postgraduate department of ONMedU consist of:
1)  entrance exam in the specialty in the form of an interview (within the program of higher education master's degree (specialist) in the relevant specialty (221 dentistry, 222 medicine, 226 pharmacy, industrial pharmacy, 228 pediatrics) - weighting factor 0.5. 

2) complex entrance examination in a foreign language (English, German or French) in the amount corresponding to level B2 of the European guidelines for language education) - weighting factor 0.25
A candidate who has confirmed his / her level of knowledge, in particular English, with a valid TOEFL certificate, International English Language Testing System, or Cambridge English Language Assessment is exempt from taking the entrance exam in a foreign language. When determining the results of the competition, these certificates are equated to the results of the entrance examination in a foreign language with the highest score.
3) the presence of scientific works or presentation of research achievements in the form of a scientific abstract in the chosen specialty - weighting factor  0.25.
The sum of the weights is equal to 1. The evaluation of the results of the entrance exams is carried out on a scale from 100 to 200 points.
4.6.
 For competitive selection of candidates to postgraduate department of ONMedU, the competitive score is calculated by adding the scores of the entrance exam in the specialty, the entrance exam in a foreign language and scores of scientific works or presentation of research achievements in the form of an abstract multiplied by weights
4.7. 
The results of the entrance examinations to postgraduate department are valid for admission to ONMedU for a calendar year.
4.8. 
It is not allowed to enter out of competition for PhD candidates.
5. Features of the organization of admission to postgraduate department of foreigners and stateless persons
5.1.
 Foreigners and stateless persons (hereinafter - foreigners) submit their documents to postgraduate department of ONMedU from 01.05.2021 to 01.10.2021.
5.2.
 Entrance examinations to postgraduate department of ONMedU  for  foreigners consist of:
- entrance exam in the specialty in the form of an interview - weighting factor 0.5. 
- interview in the language of studying (Russian, Ukrainian) - a weighting factor 0.5.
The sum of the weights is equal to 1. The evaluation of the results of the entrance exams is carried out on a scale from 100 to 200 points.
5.3.
ONMedU calculates the points / grades of the candidate on the basis of a document on the previous level of education. The minimum required for entry value of the number of points / grades is - 3.8.
5.4.
To enter the postgraduate department of ONMedU, a foreigner personally submits the following documents:
1) 
a statement addressed to the Rector;
2) 
a document (original and copy) of the previously obtained educational (educational-qualification) level, on the basis of which the admission is made;
3) appendix (original and its copy) to the document on the previously obtained educational (educational-qualification) level, on the basis of which the admission is made (if any); 

4) original and copy of the document, which contains information on the content curriculum for previous degree (level) of higher education, credits received, duration of study and academic success in entering for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy; 

5) a copy of the passport of a foreigner or a document certifying a stateless person; 
6) health insurance policy, unless otherwise provided by international treaties of Ukraine; 

7) 4 photographs of 30x40 mm; 

8) research proposal in the chosen scientific specialty or a duly certified list of published scientific papers and inventions in Ukrainian or in English. 

The documents referred to in sub-clauses 2-5 of this clause must be translated into Ukrainian and notarized.
The application and documents referred to in this clause are kept in the personal file of the entrants.
5.5. Payment for educational services provided by ONMedU to foreigners is made under agreements (contracts) at the expense of individuals or legal entities, unless otherwise provided by international agreements of Ukraine or agreements between higher education institutions on international academic mobility. 

Orders on enrollment of foreigners are issued by the rector of the university on the basis of the decision of the admissions committee. 

Education documents for foreigners enrolled in educational institutions, issued by educational institutions of other countries, are recognized in Ukraine in accordance with the law. 
This requirement does not apply to documents of foreigners studying in academic mobility and internship programs, which do not provide for the award of relevant qualifications / scientific degrees. 

Based on the results of the recognition procedure, the educational institution decides to continue the education of a foreigner from the level that corresponds to the results of the recognition procedure, or to expel the foreigner. 

In case of non-authenticity of the provided document on the obtained educational level, the educational institution expels such a foreigner.
6. Conducting entrance tests 
Entrance examinations for postgraduate studies at ONMedU are conducted by subject commissions, which usually include three to five people appointed by the rector of ONMedU. 
Subject commissions include candidates and doctors of science who conduct research in the relevant specialty and are responsible for the implementation of the relevant educational and scientific program. 

Subject commissions may also include representatives of other higher education institutions (scientific institutions), with whom agreements on joint scientific activity and / or joint management of postgraduate research, and / or joint implementation of educational and scientific program, or if doctors of philosophy are trained according to the educational and scientific program agreed between ONMedU and the scientific institution. 
The subject commission on a foreign language may also include persons who do not have a scientific degree and academic title, but are fluent in the relevant foreign language and by the decision of the Academic Council can assess the level of knowledge of the language by the entrant.
Persons who, without good reason, did not appear for the entrance examination at the scheduled time, or their knowledge was assessed as unsatisfactory, as well as persons who took the documents after the date of acceptance of documents, before subsequent entrance examinations and participation in the competitive selection are not allowed. Re-examination of entrance exams is not allowed. 
Appeals against the results of the entrance examinations are submitted on the day of the examination or no later than the next working day after the announcement of the assessment of the entrance examination and are considered by the Appeals Commission no later than the next working day after their submission. The composition of the appeal commission is approved by the order of the rector of ONMedU. 

Based on the results of the entrance examinations for postgraduate studies, the admissions committee makes decisions on each entrant in accordance with the procedure specified in these admission rules. 

In case of receiving the same competitive points in the following sequence, entrants are enrolled in graduate school who: 

a) are recommended by the Academic Council of the university (institute) for scientific work in accordance with the current national regulations; 

b) have published articles in professional journals in the chosen specialty or other scientific achievements; 
c) presented a better and more substantiated by their own research scientific paper;

d) have a diploma with honors from the previous degree (level) of higher 

education. 

Persons who, according to the results of competitive selection, cannot be enrolled in graduate school with training at the expense of the state order and / or have expressed a desire to be enrolled in graduate school on full reimbursement of the cost of training submit an application to the admissions committee.
7. Enrollment in graduate school

7.1. Based on the results of the entrance examinations for postgraduate studies, the admissions committee makes decisions on each entrant according to the procedure specified in these Admission Rules.  

The decision of the Admissions Committee on enrollment in graduate school is approved by the order of the Rector of ONMedU, which is formed in the Unified State Electronic Database on Education. 

7.2. All issues related to admission to graduate school ONMedU are decided by the admissions committee at its meetings. The decision of the admissions committee is published on the bulletin board of the admissions committee and on the official website of the university, usually on the day of adoption, but not later than the day following the decision. 
Managers of enterprises, institutions and organizations in accordance with applicable law are obliged to dismiss persons enrolled in graduate school with a break from work, in the time required for timely arrival to study, the grounds for dismissal is an extract from the order of enrollment. 

7.3. Submission of inaccurate personal data, inaccurate information about previously obtained higher education and scientific degrees, about passed candidate exams and published scientific works, about participation in Olympiads and competitions is a ground for expulsion of a graduate student.

Rules for admission to doctoral studies

1. General provisions 

1.1.Odessa National Medical University (hereinafter - the University) 

announces admission to doctoral studies for the degree of Doctor of Sciences in full-time form of education in the field of knowledge 22 Health сare, 221 -  dentistry, 222- medicine, 226 - pharmacy, industrial pharmacy, 228 - pediatrics. 

1.2. Admission to the doctoral program of the University is carried out with 

taking into account scientific achievements in the chosen specialty in accordance with the established requirements. 

1.3. Doctoral students of the University accept persons who have a doctorate of philosophy scientific achievements and published works in the chosen specialty (including publications in international peer-reviewed journals indexed in scientometric databases, according to the requirements for the level of scientific qualifications of persons obtaining scientific degrees) and who have scientific results , which require completion or design in the form of a dissertation, monograph or scientific report on a set of articles. 

1.4. The normative term for preparing a doctor of sciences in doctoral studies is two 

years. 

1.5. Training of persons in doctoral studies is carried out: 

 - at the expense of the state budget (by state order); 

 - at the expense of legal entities or individuals (on the terms of the contract, including grants) , which received a higher education institution to conduct research, which provides for the training of graduates of the degree of Doctor of Science). 

1.6. Doctoral studies are opened by the decision of the Academic Council of the University and approved by the order of the Rector. 

II. Terms and procedure for accepting applications and documents and enrollment in doctoral studies:
2.1.Deadline for applications and documents: beginning on August 17, 2020; ending on August 31, 2020. 

2.2. Applicants for doctoral studies personally submit the following documents to the Department of Postgraduate and Doctoral Studies: 

 • application addressed to the Rector of the University; 
 • a certified copy of the diploma of the Doctor of Philosophy (PhD); 

 • a certified copy of the diploma of higher education; 

 • a certified copy of the certificate of academic title (if available);
 • list of published scientific works and inventions; 

 • detailed proposal, which contains a plan of research work and information on the amount of scientific work required to prepare the results of research
• written description of the entrant's scientific activity, compiled by a doctor of science who is a full-time research and teaching staff of the university, with the consent to be a scientific consultant in case of enrollment in doctoral studies; 

 • copy identity document and citizenship; 

 • a copy of the card of a natural person - a taxpayer; 

 • two photographs (3x4). 

2.3. When submitting the application, the entrant to the doctoral program must present in person: a document proving identity and citizenship, as well as a diploma of the degree of Doctor of Philosophy or Candidate of Science (original). 

2.4. Within a month from the date of receipt of documents from all entrants to the doctoral program, the relevant department hears their scientific reports and by voting 
determines the possibility of enrolling each entrant to the doctoral program and submits conclusions to the Academic Council of the University.
2.5. The Academic Council of the University within a month considers the conclusions of the department for each entrant and decides on his enrollment in doctoral studies and in accordance with the characteristics of the scientific activity of the entrant appoints a doctoral research consultant from among the full-time research and teaching staff of the University. 
2.6. The decision of the Academic Council of the University on enrollment in doctoral studies is approved and formalized by order of the Rector until November 1, 2021.
