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1. The theme is “The concept of consulting and its ethical principles.” – 8 hours.

2. Importance of the theme – HIV infection is an infectious disease caused by human immunodeficiency virus (HIV), which demonstrates high tropism to immune system cells and may cause progressive failure of human immunity. Disease is characterized with long-lasting latent course and slow gradual progression from asymptomatic carrying to firm inconvertible damages of the immune system, which manifest with severe life threatening conditions, and without antiretroviral therapy patients die mostly from fatal opportunistic infections or malignancies.
3. Aims of the independent students’ work
3.1. General aims – to study main principles prophylaxis and the prevention of diseases of HIV infection
3.2. Educational aims: connect with formation of the actual questions of deontology and professional responsibility.
3.3. Specific aims:

To plan basic prophylactic measures on HIV infection.

· Rules of carrying out pre-test consultation and testing for HIV-infection, educational work.

5. Contents of the theme.
According to the UNAIDS Information Bulletin for November 2016 the global statistic look like:
· 18.2 [16.1 – 19.0] millions of people had access to antiretroviral therapy (June 2016)
· 36,7 [34,0 – 39,8] millions of people in the world lived with HIV (April 2015)

· 2,1 [1,8 – 2,4] millions of people was infected HIV (April 2015)

· 1,1 million [940 000-1,3 million] of people  died from AIDS-related illnesses (April 2015)
· 78 [69,5 – 87,6] millions of people was infected HIV since the epidemic began (the end of 2015)
· 35 [29,6 – 40,8] millions of people died from AIDS-related illnesses since the epidemic begin (the end of 2015)

· People which live with HIV
· In 2015 the number of people, living with HIV infection, was 36.7 [34,0 - 39,8] millions.

· People which live with HIV and have access to antiretroviral therapy
· By data in June, 2016 18.2 [16.1 - 19.0] millions of  people living with HIV infection had access to anti-retrovirus therapy - in June 2015 this number was 15,8 millions, and in 2010 - 7,5 millions of people.

· About 46% [43% - 50%] of all adults living with HIV infection  had access to treatment in 2015.

· About 77% [69% - 86%] of pregnant women living with HIV infection had access to anti-retrovirus drugs for prophylaxis of transfer of HIV to their newborns in 2015.
· New cases of HIV infection
· Worldwide, in 2015 the number of people infected with HIV was 2.1 millions [1.8 - 2.4 million] of people.

· Since 2010, the number of new cases of HIV-infection among children has decreased by 50%.

· Worldwide, in 2015 the number of children infected with HIV was 150 000 [110 000-190 000], in 2010 the number was 290 000 [250 000-350 000].

· Since 2010 the number of new cases of HIV infection among adults has not changed.

· Every year since 2010, approximately 1.9 [1.9-2.2] million of adults were infected with HIV.

· Number of AIDS-related deathes 
· In comparison with the peak value of 2005 the number of deaths associated with AIDS has decreased by 45%.

· In 2015 the number of people dying from AIDS, worldwide there were 1,1 million [940 000-1,3 million] of people - for comparison in 2005 this number was 2 [1,7-2,3] millions of people.

· HIV/tuberculosis 
· Since 2004, the number of deaths from TB among people living with HIV has decreased by 32%.

· Since 2004 the number of death from tuberculosis among the people living with HIV decreased by 32%.Tuberculosis remains the leading cause of mortality among people living with HIV - it accounts for approximately  one-third of deaths associated with AIDS.

· In 2014, the percentage of HIV-positive people with tuberculosis who started or continued to receive antiretroviral therapy, reached 77%.

The role and place of revealing of HIV-status of a person is almost important in a situation of  antiepidemic measures against the epidemic of HIV-infection, through the possibility of immediate suspension of infection, at awareness of their HIV-status in case of its positive result, statement on the dispensary accounting and the appointment of highly active anti-retrovirus therapy (VAART). 

The organization and realization of testing for HIV-infection is standardly determined by Order of the voluntary consultation and testing for HIV infection (protocol), which is put into operation by the Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine from 19.08.2005 No.415 "About improvement of voluntary conseling  and testing for HIV infection” [Electronic resource]. – Mode of access: http://zakon2.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/z1404-05/print1361271874018519 is elaborated in accordance with the Law of Ukraine "About preventive maintenance acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS) and social protection of population" (1972-12).
Also, it is necessary to notice that this order of voluntary consultation and testing for HIV infection and extends to state and municipal healthcare institutions, medical institutions of other forms of ownership, public associations, including the international, other institutions, organizations and agencies which work in the area of HIV/AIDS prevention, care and support to people who live with HIV-infection.
Implementation of this order will ensure the success of of cooperation between state and private sectors, efficiency of using of the resources which are present at the country for the prevention of spread of HIV infection, expansion of availability of voluntary consultation and testing for HIV infection among different population groups in each administrative region of Ukraine.
