The procedure for evaluating the educational activity of full-time and part-time students in the discipline «The technology of medicinal cosmetic products»
The form of the final control of study success is differential credit.

Forms of control of seminar students

The university uses various forms of monitoring classes in a certain academic discipline (oral, written, combined, testing, practical skills, etc.). The results of students' academic performance are presented in the form of a national scale, a 200-point scale, and the ECTS scale and have standardized, generalized criteria for evaluating knowledge.
Current discipline control

Current control is carried out by teachers during classroom classes. The main task of the current control is to check the level of preparation of students to perform a specific task. 
The main purpose of current control is to ensure feedback between teachers and students in the learning process, to ensure management of students' educational motivation. 
The information obtained during the current control is used both by the teacher to adjust teaching methods and tools, and by students to plan independent work.
Methods and means of control: oral survey; situational tasks, tests; practical tasks. This makes it possible to control not only knowledge, but also verbal abilities, helps to correct speech errors; reproduction of the material contributes to its better memorization, active use of scientific concepts, which is impossible without sufficient application of them in speech. 
When evaluating the mastery of the topic, theoretical preparation and practical work of the student are taken into account. Control in all cases allows the student to check his work and make corrections to mastering the educational material and acquired practical skills.
Criteria for assessing students' knowledge for current activities:
The results of students' academic performance are presented in the form of a national scale, a 200-point scale, and the ECTS scale and have standardized generalized criteria for evaluating knowledge:

- national scale:

- the grade "excellent" is awarded to a student who worked systematically during the semester, showed versatile and deep knowledge of the program material during the exam, is able to successfully perform the tasks provided for in the program, mastered the content of the main and additional literature, understood the relationship between individual sections of the discipline , their importance for the future profession, showed creative abilities in understanding and using educational program material, showed the ability to independently update and replenish knowledge; the level of competence is high (creative); - a grade of "good" is assigned to a student who has demonstrated complete knowledge of the curriculum material, successfully completes the tasks provided by the program, mastered the basic literature recommended by the program, has shown a sufficient level of knowledge in the discipline and is capable of their independent updating and renewal in the course of further training and professional activity; the level of competence is sufficient (constructive and variable); 
- the grade "satisfactory" is given to a student who has demonstrated knowledge of the main curriculum material in the amount necessary for further education and subsequent work in the profession, copes with the tasks provided for by the program, made individual mistakes in the answers on the exam and when completing the exam tasks, but has the necessary knowledge to overcome the mistakes made under the guidance of a scientific and pedagogical worker; the level of competence is average (reproductive); 

- the grade "unsatisfactory" is assigned to a student who did not demonstrate sufficient knowledge of the main curriculum material, made fundamental mistakes in the performance of the tasks provided for in the program, cannot use the knowledge in further studies without the help of a teacher, did not manage to master the skills of independent work; the level of competence is low (receptive-productive).

Differentiated assessment is a type of final control, in which the student's assimilation of educational material from the discipline is evaluated based on the results of current control (current survey, performance of individual tasks and certain types of work in practical, seminar or laboratory classes, testing) during the study of the discipline. As a rule, differential crediting is carried out by the head of departments, a professor of the department, or a teacher of the department at the last lesson in the discipline by interviewing the student or taking practical skills.
Final control in the form of credits is evaluated on a two-point scale: 
- the grade "passed" is awarded to a student who has completed the curriculum of the discipline and has no academic debt; the level of competence is high (creative); 
– the grade "failed" is assigned to a student who has not completed the curriculum of the discipline, has academic debt (average grade below 3.0 and/or missed classes); the level of competence is low (receptive-productive). 
Criteria for evaluating students' knowledge during the final control 
The multi-point scale characterizes the actual success of each student in mastering the academic discipline. The conversion of a traditional grade from a discipline to a 200-point grade is performed by the information and computing center of the university using the "Contingent" program according to the formula:

According to the ЕСTS rating scale, the achievements of students in the discipline who are studying in the same course of the same specialty are evaluated, according to the points they received, by means of ranking, namely: ECTS rating Statistical indicator

"A" is the best 10% of students 
"B" the next 25% of students 
"C" the next 30% of students 
"D" the next 25% of students 
"E" last 10% of students

The ECTS scale establishes the student's belonging to the group of better or worse among the reference group of fellow students (faculty, specialty), that is, his rating. When converting from a multi-point scale, as a rule, the limits of grades "A", "B", "C", "D", "E" do not coincide with the limits of grades "5", "4", "3" according to the traditional scale. 
An "A" grade on the ECTS scale cannot be equal to an "excellent" grade, a "B" grade to a "good" grade, etc. 
Students who received grades "Fx" and "F" ("2") are not included in the list of ranked students. Such students automatically receive an "E" grade after retaking. The grade "Fx" is given to students who have scored the minimum number of points for the current educational activity, but who have not passed the final examination. A grade of "F" is given to students who have attended all classroom classes in the discipline, but have not achieved a grade point average (3.00) for the current academic activity and are not admitted to the final examination. 
The criteria for assessing students' current performance must be reflected by the departments in the work programs for the disciplines, indicating a clear structure of the student's assessment in the class.
