COMMUNICATION

During distance learning, communication will be carried out through the Microsoft Teams platform, as well as through e-mail correspondence, Viber messengers.

ANNOTATION OF THE COURSE 
The subject of the discipline is the culture of Ukraine from ancient times to the present. Prerequisites: "History of Ukrainian culture" as an academic discipline is based on the study of world history by foreign students. Postrequisites: Lays the foundations for the study of philosophy.

The purpose: acquisition of knowledge and formation of competences in the field of humanities by the student of higher education; understand the national culture; to navigate in the main regularities of the cultural development of Ukraine against the background of the peculiarities of eras and regions; expansion of the acquirer's worldview, development of a sense of respect, pride and respect for national history and culture; development of high social, state, humanistic, spiritual and cultural ideals, moral-ethical and aesthetic criteria and principles of life. 

The task: to trace the processes of the evolution of the population and the state, the development of culture on the territory of modern Ukraine from the primeval era to the present; understand the unity of the Ukrainian ethnic group in its ethnographic, cultural, linguistic, and economic diversity; to know the peculiarities of the national culture of the Ukrainian people, its spiritual values, factors of formation, specificity and spheres of implementation of the Ukrainian mentality; to analyze the meaning of traditional spiritual and material culture.
Results of studding of the discipline:

know: the Ukrainian culture from ancient times to the present; material and spiritual values by the Ukrainian people.

be able: analyze the information obtained as a result of scientific research, summarize, systematize and use it in professional activities. Take into account data on socio-economic processes in society for the population. To plan and implement professional activity on the basis of normative legal acts of Ukraine. 

master the skills: the ability to abstract thinking, analysis and synthesis, the ability to learn and be modern; knowledge and understanding of the subject area and understanding of professional activity; the ability to apply knowledge in practical situations; ability to communicate in the state language; skills of using information and communication technologies; the ability to adapt and act in a new situation; ability to choose a communication strategy; ability to work in a team; demonstrate interpersonal skills; the ability to act on the basis of ethical considerations (motives); certainty and persistence in relation to the tasks and duties taken; the desire to preserve historical and cultural heritage; ability to act socially, responsibly and consciously.
COURSE DESCRIPTION
Forms and methods of teaching The course will be presented in the form of seminars (30 hours), students' independent work (60 hours). Consultations are individual. When conducting seminars, methods are used: verbal, visual, practical, application of knowledge in practice, development of skills; stimulation and motivation of learning, control, self-control.
Content and structure of the discipline 
Theme 1. Culture – the object of scientific research. 

Theme 2. Primitive culture: Stone Age.

Theme 3. Culture of Copper, Bronze and Iron Age.

Theme 4. Ancient culture on the territory of the Northern Black Sea coast. 

Theme 5. Beginnings of Slavic cultural genesis on the territory of Ukraine. 

Theme 6. Culture of Rus-Ukraine. 

Theme 7. Culture of Galician-Volhynian state. 

Theme 8. Culture of Ukrainian lands at the end of the 14th century- at the first half of the 17th century. The Cossack culture as phenomenon. 

Theme 9. Culture of Ukrainian Cossack Hetman state (second half of 17th – 18th 
century).  

Theme 10. Ukrainian culture at the end of 18th – beg. of 20th century. 

Theme 11. Cultural life of Ukrainians in the Austria-Hungarian Empire. 

Theme 12. Culture of Ukraine during the Liberation Struggle. 

Theme 13. Ukrainian culture between two World Wars (1920s–1930s). 

Theme 14. Ukrainian culture of the second half of the 20th - beginning of the 21st century. 

Theme 15. Culture of the Ukrainian Diaspora. 

Theme 16. Ukrainian mentality. 

Theme 17. Ukrainian folk knowledge, world outlook ideas, beliefs. Ukrainian mythological space. 

Theme 18. The system of traditional relationships and behavior in Ukrainian society. Ukrainian family rites. 

Theme 19. Traditional farming and Ukrainian material culture. Expression of mentality and ethnopsychology in the folk material culture. 

Theme 20. Calendar traditions of Ukrainian people. 
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CONTROL AND MARKS
Assessment is carried out by the current control of students at each seminar (at least 30% of students are interviewed). Control methods: oral questioning, testing, written work, creative assignments. The student's current educational activity is assessed on a 4-point (traditional) scale: "5", "4", "3", "2". The student's independent work, which provided in the program, is monitored and evaluated under the current supervision. 
Criteria of evaluation during seminars: 

- the grade "excellent" is given to a student who worked systematically during the seminar, showed versatile and deep knowledge of the program material, is able to successfully perform the tasks provided for by the program, mastered the content of the main and additional literature, realized the interrelationship of individual sections of the discipline, their importance for the formation personality, showed creative abilities in understanding and using educational program material, showed the ability to independently update and replenish knowledge; the level of competence is high (creative);

- the  grade of "good" is assigned to a student who has demonstrated complete knowledge of the curriculum material, successfully completes the tasks provided for by the program, has mastered the basic literature recommended by the program, has shown a sufficient level of knowledge in the discipline and is capable of their independent updating and renewal during further education and professional activity; the level of competence is sufficient (constructive and variable); 

- the  grade of "satisfactory" is given to a student who has demonstrated knowledge of the main curriculum material to the extent necessary for further study, copes with the tasks provided for by the program, made some mistakes in the answers, but has the necessary knowledge to overcome the mistakes made under the guidance of a scientific pedagogical worker; the level of competence is average (reproductive); 

- the grade "unsatisfactory" is assigned to a student who did not demonstrate sufficient knowledge of the main curriculum material, made fundamental mistakes in the performance of the tasks provided for by the program, cannot use the knowledge in further studies without the help of a teacher, did not manage to master the skills of independent work; the level of competence is low (receptive-productive).

The work program of the course involves an individual independent student’s work (optional) that has three types:

1) report for the annual University Student Research Conference. Preparing students for the conference is led by a teacher who acts as supervisor. In the event of failure of student speech it is not allowed to participate in the conference, and individual tasks are not counted.

2) abstract for seminar. Preparation task is led with the teacher.

2) production of teaching aids (visual tools - maps, presentations, displays, etc.). Preparation task is led with the teacher. 

Subjects of individual tasks can be offered by teacher or student. Marks for individual tasks are added to the current academic activities.

As a result of studying the discipline, the student receives a "credit test", which is set on the basis of the current assessment of the student's educational activity, provided: there are no missed classes or their timely completion, an average score of at least 3.00. Further calculations are performed by the information and computing center of the university. According to the scores received on a 200-point scale, students are assessed according to the ECTS rating scale.

INDEPENDENT WORK

The independent work of the student, which is provided for in the program, is monitored and evaluated during the current control.
COURSE POLICY
The policy on deadlines and rescheduling corresponds to the general rules at ONMedU. Absences of classes for non-respectable reasons will be worked out according to the schedule of the teacher on duty. Absences for valid reasons are worked out according to an individual schedule with the permission of the dean's office. 

Observance of academic integrity by students involves: independent performance of educational tasks. The use of prohibited auxiliary materials or technical means during control measures is unacceptable in educational activities for participants of the educational process. For violations of academic integrity, students may be held academically liable: reduction of assessment results; retaking the assessment.
