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A number of legislative documents were approved, that regulated drugs and determined conditions for narcotic drug use in the pharmacological industry and as a medicine. The main documents were: 1) The Law of Ukraine “On narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors in Ukraine” of 15.02.1995 No. 60/95 VR, updated 01.01.2008; 17 2) The Law of Ukraine “On Medicines” of 04.04.96 No. 22/96 VR,
The Law of Ukraine “On Narcotic Drugs, Psychotropic Substances and Precursors” regulates legal grounds of the state policy in the scope of turnover of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, their analogues and precursors and establishes counter measures of their illegal turnover for the purpose of rendering of narcological assistance and health protection of citizens, public and state security
According to this Law:
narcotic drugs – substances of synthetical or natural origin included into the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine
 psychotropic substances – substances of synthetical or natural origin included into the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine
precursors – substances used upon production, manufacturing, processing of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, their analogues included into the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine

narcotics – plants, substances or preparations classified as narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, their analogues representing potential danger to health of population due to consequences that may be caused by their abuse included into the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine;

      analogues of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances – the substances of synthetical or natural origin having chemical structure and properties similar by structure and properties to the substances included to the Schedules I, II, III causing stimulating, depressive or mindbending condition being dangerous for health of population upon their abuse and not approved as narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances by Law and international conventions;

      turnover of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors – types of activity permitted and controlled in accordance with the legislation of  Ukraine, linked with cultivation, gathering and procurement of narcotic plants, development, production, processing, import, export, transit, carriage, transmission, acquisition, storage, distribution, sale, use, destruction of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors;

      the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine (here inafter – the List) – the list of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine being numbered and consolidated in the relevant schedules and list on the basis of international conventions;

      cultivation of plants containing narcotic drugs – sowing and growth of opium poppy and hemp (cannabis), other narcotics plants included into the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine in accordance with the international conventions;

CLASSIFICATION OF NARCOTIC DRUGS, PSYCHOTROPIC SUBSTANCES, THEIR ANALOGUES AND PRECURSORS
Narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors shall be included into the List of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine. The list of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine is from the suggested four schedules and the list (according to the CM Decree #770 as of 6 May 2000). 
Schedule (Table)  I shall include narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances the turnover of which is prohibited in Ukraine

Schedule (Table) II shall include narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances the turnover of which is restricted and is under strict control  

Schedule(Table)  III shall include narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, the turnover of which is under control in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine

      Schedule (Table) IV shall include precursors, the turnover of which us under control in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine

      The list of medical products containing narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors subjected to control in Ukraine and permitted for application in veterinary medicine shall include medicinal preparations that may be used as diagnostic, medical and prophylactic products in existence of the relevant license.

      In respect of preparations, the types of control which are established in respect of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors contained in them shall be provided. If the preparation contains not one but several narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors, the same control as to narcotic drug, psychotropic substance and precursor that shall be subject to stricter control measures shall be applied to it. Medicinal preparations that contain small amount of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors and that represent unessential danger in case of their abuse and from which the mentioned drugs and substances may not be extracted by easily accessible ways shall not be subject to control in accordance with this Law.

      

LICENSING OF THE ACTIVITY IN THE SCOPE OF TURNOVER OF NARCOTIC DRUGS, PSYCHOTROPIC SUBSTANCES AND PRECURSORS
All the types of activity in the scope of turnover of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors  shall be carried out by legal entities after obtainment of a license for particular type of activity for the term up to five years.
According to the above-mentioned Law of Ukraine of 15.02.1995 No. 60 /95, all medical institutions had to get a special license for the use of narcotic drugs in their routine practice. This law also limited the use of narcotic drugs for medical purposes, permitting drug use only in the ready-to-use forms (pills, ampules), and prohibiting changes of dosage in clinics (outside of pharmacies) and the use of liquid methadone.

State regulation of the right to receive prescribed medical drugs Ukraine regulates the right to receive medical drugs from a physician (in the context of drug use) through a number of policies. For instance, on 13.05.2013, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine with its Decree No. 333 approved “The Procedure for acquisition, transportation, storage, delivery, use and destruction of drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors in health care facilities”. This Decree defines the mechanism for the production, storage, transportation, acquisition, destruction and delivery of drugs in health care facilities, where responsible persons are appointed from among the facility employees, including delivery of drugs to the patient who receives inpatient care. Moreover, the Decree describes the mechanism for acquisition, storage, and delivery of drugs in pharmacies, as well as the prohibition for further use, sale (delivery) of unused residues of drugs, including those for home-based patient care.

International Cooperation of Ukraine Ukraine is a party to all main international drug control treaties, and is consistent in its assumed international obligations arising from the Convention on Narcotic Drugs of 1961, Convention on Psychotropic Substances of 1971, and Convention against Illicit Trafficking of Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances of 1988. In 1995, Ukraine adopted comprehensive drug control legislation, and subsequently enacted a number of regulations, to enforce the drug control system. The country signed the UN Convention against Transnationally Organised Crime on 12 December 2000 and the UN Convention against Corruption on 11 December 2003. Ukraine is a member of the UN Commission on Narcotic Drugs and the UN Commission on Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice. Ukraine fully supports the provisions of Political Declaration and Plan of Action on international cooperation towards an integrated and balanced strategy to counter the world drug problem, adopted at the high-level segment of the fifty-second session of the Unitary Commission on Narcotic Drugs (CND), held on 11 and 12 March 2009. In the framework of the 55th session of CND (March 2012), the delegation of Ukraine put forward an initiative on promoting programmes aimed at treatment, rehabilitation and social reintegration of drug-dependent persons released from prison. The Commission unanimously adopted the draft resolution, submitted by Ukraine and co-sponsored by delegations of the EU Member-States, as well as the USA, the Russian Federation, and other countries. SSDC of Ukraine ensures the constant exchange of statistical and analytical information with the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC), International Committee for Drug Control, European Monitoring Center on Drugs and Drug Addiction (EMCDDA), and the Pompidou Group of the Council of Europe. Ukraine as a United Nations member state is committed to promote, develop, review and strengthen effective programmes to reduce drug demand, based on scientific evidence and providing a wide range of measures, including primary prevention, early interventions, treatment, care, rehabilitation and social reintegration and related support services, designed to promote health and improve the social well-being of individuals, families and communities to mitigate the negative effects of drug use on individuals and on the society as a whole.

Narcotic Counts and Reconciliations

The pharmacy manager must ensure that narcotic counts and reconciliations are completed for the pharmacy, pharmacy satellites and all areas of a facility where narcotics are stored:
( at a minimum of every 3 months,
( after a change of pharmacy manager,
( after a break and enter or robbery,
( after an identified drug diversion,
( when a pharmacy closes and ceases to operate its business, and
( after any event where the security of the narcotic drugs may have been compromised.
  


Required procedures:
 
The narcotic counts and reconciliations must consist of the following four components, and must be verified and signed off by the pharmacy manager after each completion:
1. Perpetual Inventory1
a) Pharmacies must maintain a separate perpetual inventory for each narcotic drug.
b) The perpetual inventory must include entries for:
i. purchases,
ii. transfers,
iii. losses,
iv. purchases returned, expired, or destroyed,
v. quantities dispensed, and
vi. a running balance.
c) Any manual adjustments to the perpetual inventory must be documented, including:
i. the reason for the adjustment,
ii. the date adjusted, and
iii. the identity of the person who made the adjustment.
d) If a pharmacy does not have a computerized perpetual inventory, then a manual
perpetual inventory must be maintained. 
2. Physical Inventory Counts
a) A physical inventory count must be done at a minimum of every 3 months.
b) All narcotics must be counted, including:
i. active inventory,
ii. compounded mixtures, and
iii. expired inventory.
c) When completing the narcotic count, the following information must be documented:
i. the name, strength, quantity, and DIN/brand of the drug counted,
ii. the date and signature of the person(s) who completed the count, and
iii. the date and signature of the responsible pharmacist
____________________________
1Perpetual Inventory: A book record of every inventory kept continuously up to date by detailed entries for all incoming and outgoing items. 
d) The count must not be conducted by the same person who enters narcotic purchases into the records.
3. Reconciliation2
a) Perpetual inventory, physical inventory counts, and purchase invoices must be
reconciled and documented.
b) Discrepancies must be investigated, addressed, and documented on a narcotic incident report and maintained at the pharmacy for a period of not less than 3 years.
4. Documentation Requirements
a) The inventory counts and reconciliation documentation must be kept in chronological order in a separate and dedicated record that is retained for 3 years.
b) Within 10 days of the discovery of a loss or theft of a narcotic, the pharmacy manager must report the loss or theft to the local police and to the appropriate office at Health. (Note: Shortages which cannot be accounted for must also be reported
to the appropriate office)
