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Topic: Turnover of the narcotic, psychotropic drugs and precursors. Accounting at pharmacy - 4 h.
Questions to be discussed
1. Adjusting of turnover of narcotic, psychotropic drugs and precursors at the international and state level. 
2. Classification of narcotic, psychotropic drugs and precursors. 

3. Features of licensing to the activity, related to the turnover of narcotic, psychotropic drugs and precursors. 

Normative-legal adjusting of separate stages of turnover of narcotic, psychotropic drugs and precursors.

New terms:  
“ Narcotic drug” means any substance of synthetic or natural origin, or preparation or plant containing narcotic substances, which is included in the schedules of narcotic drugs controlled in the country;

 “Psychotropic substance” means any substance of synthetic or natural origin included in the schedule of psychotropic substances controlled in the country;

 “Precursor” means any substance used in the manufacture of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances included in the schedule of precursors controlled in the country
Turnover of substances under special control – sowing, growing and cultivation of plants containing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances; creation, production, preparation, manufacturing/processing, storage, transfer, transportation (carriage), sale (retail and wholesale), distribution, purchase, marketing, delivery, usage, consumption, destruction, bringing in, taking out, import, export, transit, and re-export of substances under special control
Information on the topic

Narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors  shall be included in the following schedules: Schedule of narcotic drugs whose trade is prohibited (hereinafter referred to as Schedule I); Schedule of narcotic drugs whose trade is restricted (hereinafter referred to as Schedule II); Schedule of psychotropic substances whose trade is restricted (hereinafter referred to as Schedule III); Schedule of precursors whose trade is restricted (hereinafter referred to as Schedule IV). 
The schedules of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors shall be subject to approval in conformity with the procedures established by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Ukraine and shall be published officially.
Activities related to trade in narcotic drugs; psychotropic substances and precursors shall be undertaken by corporate entities on the basis of a license issuable in conformity with the procedures established by the Cabinet of Ministers.

The dispensing, sale and distribution of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors shall be carried out by corporate entities in conformity with the regulations established by the specially authorized authority, provided that such corporate entities hold the requisite license to perform the aforesaid types of activity. 
Purchase of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors Narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors may be purchased by corporate entities with a view to their production, manufacture, sale or utilization, for medical or other purposes, provided that such corporate entities hold a license for the aforesaid types of activity. 

Narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors may be transported by corporate entities in conformity with the regulations established by the specially authorized authority, provided that such corporate entities hold a license for the aforesaid type of activity. 
The dispatch of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors by post, including international mail, shall be prohibited, with the exception of cases specified by the relevant legislation.
