2. Background. Justification topic.       

Pharmacy - a healthcare institution that operates with the permission and under the control of the authorities, whose main task is to ensure the population, health care institutions, enterprises, institutions and organizations of medicines, medical products and other pharmaceutical products range. Each pharmacy must be completed by the relevant specialists and support staff. Those directly involved in the manufacture and retail of medicines must have appropriate professional education and meet the qualification requirements only. They should have a state diploma for pharmacy education and certificate of assignment (confirmation) general title of pharmacist (for professionals who have completed higher education institution after 1992). The study of the theoretical foundations of the pharmacy is a key issue in training of pharmacy.

3. Objectives of the classes:
3.1. General objectives: learn the basic principles of the organization of the pharmacy as a healthcare institution.

3.2. Educational objectives: to study the organization of the drug is an important component of the overall training of pharmacists, has a sense of pride and the need of pharmaceutical specialties.
