1. Background. Justification topic. The priority of implementation of the Concept of development of the pharmaceutical sector healthcare Ukraine for 2011-2020, approved by the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of 13.09.2010 p. №769, is to implement in enterprises and organizations of the pharmaceutical sector system of product quality and services, including Good pharmacy practice (GPP), documents and regulations World health organization (WHO) on the practice in the sphere of regulation of medicines. Drugs are specific products because their quality is defined as a multifactorial concept, that is the suitability of drugs for the intended use and meet all the requirements of a national registration, provided their ability to induce a therapeutic or preventive effect after application of the same dosage forms. In turn, this ensured that manufacturers of drugs norms and standards compliance process and preparation methods of quality control requirements. On sale today falsyfikovanyh industrial vyrobv roztsvitaye in many countries, especially where not actively carried out law enforcement activities i miry market regulation, poorly protected intellectual vlasnit, i including rights granted by patents i brands, most often pidrobtsi piddayutsya dorohi medicines. Therefore, it is reasonable to study the basics of quality control of medicines and other pharmaceutical products range.

Pharmaceutical burns - a comprehensive program of interaction between the pharmacist and the patient (doctor and pharmacist) throughout the period of drug therapy, beginning with the delivery of drugs to a complete cessation of their actions. Responsible self-medication is possible only in case of safe life symptoms and syndromes that can be eliminated by using non-prescription (OTC from the English. Over the counter) drugs of different groups (antacids, laxatives, analgesics, antipyretics, antispasmodics, etc.). Over the life of each person applying responsible self-medication without going to the doctor with "non-serious" symptoms - headache, heartburn after eating or drinking alcohol, scratches, abrasions, cuts, cold, flatulence, constipation. In such cases, the role of the pharmacist as a consultant on drug therapy is paramount. Pharmacist in a pharmacy system events that define pharmaceutical care, taking into account physiological, biopharmaceutical and pharmacoeconomic factors and makes recommendations for the use of LP, their generic substitution. The basis of pharmaceutical care have professional knowledge and experience of pharmacists, the rules of professional medical and pharmaceutical ethics and deontology, friendly attitude pharmacist to the patient and responsible - for their duties. To make FO OTC dispensing at the pharmacy pharmacist should: correctly assess the problem of the patient (age, gender and individual characteristics of the person to be District .; symptoms, duration of sickness, medical history, to determine whether the symptoms are not associated with any that serious health disorder and, if so, to send the patient to the doctor, with less serious problems to give advice); ensure patient OTC LP and complete information on the effect of the drug, the method of its application, duration of treatment, combination with other drugs and food, possible side effects; advise the patient follow-up care.
Prescription drugs - a drug that is released from pharmacies only by prescription. OTC drug - a drug that is officially authorized to release from pharmacies without prescription. List of drugs approved for release from the pharmacy without a prescription, approved by the Ministry of Health. The ratio of OTC and prescription drugs from a pharmacy is about 30 to 70.

OTC, syn .: OTC drugs or OTC drugs (Eng. Over the Counter - without prescription) - a large group of drugs that the patient can buy the right to self-medication in the pharmacy (and some drugs - and not only in pharmacy) without a prescription doctor. They fall into the hands of the patient directly from a pharmacist without going through the doctor. BP is an integral part and simultaneously a prerequisite for successful development of the concept of self. They represented various pharmacological groups: analgesic, antipyretic, antacids, antihistamines, antitussives and more. Among them are a sufficient number of drugs can cause significant side effects, especially when their irrational use. OTC drugs must therefore be: a) lower overall toxicity, does not affect the reproductive function, to detect genotoxic or carcinogenic; b) Lower risk of severe adverse reactions of type A in the general population; c) a low level of risk of severe adverse reactions type B; lack of interactions with widely used LP, which may cause severe adverse reactions. It is important that health risks to consumers was low, even if the consumer uses BP not the testimony or use it for a longer period as compared to the recommended exceed the recommended dose and more. Of particular importance are evidence of their safe use in these groups of patients, who usually do not participate in clinical trials, for example. in the elderly, children, certain ethnic groups and patients with certain pathological conditions.

Self (syn. Self-concept, self-responsible) - LP consumer use, which are commercially available for prevention and treatment in the event of violations of health and to reduce the severity of symptoms recognized by him. Part of the modern health care system aimed at instilling in citizens a sense of responsibility for their health, their education in this area and provide medical and pharmaceutical services that allow citizens to exercise their right to self-protection of their health.

The concept of responsible S. recognizes that in some cases, even doctors are not always easy to distinguish between serious and frivolous disease, especially under the guise of lung diseases may hide serious pathological conditions. Therefore, people who choose C, should be informed when to use it and when to seek medical attention. In addition, the patient must be informed about effective and safest OTC LP that can be used for C in certain situations. Unconditional positive aspects in introducing the concept of structure S. healthcare: 1) saving time and money patients; 2) reducing the burden on health-care facilities and physicians; 3) saving budget funds; 4) active implementation in practice of pharmaceutical care pharmacies; 5) The increase in profits of pharmacies; 6) formation of active range of OTC drugs. However, like any phenomenon, the concept C are negative - the risk of delayed treatment to the doctor and, consequently, a high risk of complications of disease and a high risk of drug effects. The modern concept of SA provides availability in the structure of public health, in addition to the pharmacist and the pharmacist, clinical pharmacist prepared for pharmaceutical care and rational use of OTC medicines. C. Implementation responsible in the daily practice of health care system improves the overall health of the nation and cost-effective changes in the structure of budgetary expenditure on public health.
