The topic of Practical  №1  «Morality, its functions. Education of moral and ethical values. Formation of pharmaceutical deontology. Deontology..» - 2 h.

1. Background. Justification topic. Fundamentals of pharmaceutical ethics laid in the late 60's - 70's .. twentieth century. At a theoretical level pharmacist knows professional ethical criteria and their application in health care. But in practice it is different priorities depending on the economic benefits that makes him hide flaws and widely promote the dignity of a pharmaceutical product.

Today, the consumer is becoming more critical than ever before; frequently asked about the purpose and disadvantages of proposed drugs; reveals a great distrust, comparing several proposed options; asks more questions; exploring credible criteria; more into account factors that affect health, less trust assurances advertising. Many consumers are more sensitive than before to exaggeration, interchangeability of drugs around.

Professional activities of pharmaceutical workers should be based on the principles of ethics and deontology, because the data bases depends largely on health, mood, well-being, moral and psychological climate in society that affect productivity. Without ethical impossible political, economic, cultural and family relations, since the existence of human society requires the need to pay attention to each other, subject to certain restrictions in behavior. In current market conditions the role of ethics and deontology particularly increased because the ownership of their bases, their use in business communication with customers, business partners, intermediaries, patients and the public, helping the company to survive, the company in a competitive environment.          Pharmaceutical Ethics - a set of informal norms of moral behavior pharmaceutical workers while performing their duties in relation to society and the individual patient, one to one, contact groups of people

         Pharmaceutical deontology codes of conduct studies pharmacist aimed at maximizing drug therapy and the creation of a favorable climate in the relationship with the patient, his family, with colleagues, with your doctor.

         Morality - a set of constants in the society unwritten rules of conduct governing relations between people. It is important to emphasize that in this society, because in a society or in a different era, these rules may be quite different. In morality reflects man's relationship to society, man's relationship to man and the demands of society for man.
