11. Methods of training

During lectures and seminars methods are used:

- for the transmission and perception of educational information - verbal, visual, practical;
- for cognitive activity of higher education getter  - explanatory-illustrative, reproductive, problematic teaching, part-search, research;

- To achieve goals and objectives - methods of mastering new knowledge, skills and competences, testing and evaluation of knowledge, skills and abilities; methods of oral presentation of knowledge, fixing of educational material, independent work of higher education getter  on comprehension and assimilation of new material of work on application of knowledge in practice and development of skills and abilities, verification and evaluation of knowledge, skills and abilities;

- To achieve a holistic approach to activities in the learning process - the methods of organization and implementation of educational and cognitive activities; stimulation and motivation of learning, control, self-control, control and correction, self-correction, mutual correction in learning.
12. Control methods

Control measures include current control.

The current educational activity of higher education getter  is controlled by workshops in accordance with specific goals and during the individual work of a teacher with higher education getter .

The following diagnostic tools for higher education getter  preparation are used:

- oral questioning in accordance with the methodological instructions developed by the teacher;

- block of test tasks;

- independent work;

- writing abstracts and scientific reports (individual work).

Estimation of higher education getter  takes place in every seminar (must be asked at least 30 % of higher education getter ). Current educational activity of higher education getter  is evaluated on a 4-point (traditional) scale: "5", "4", "3", "2".
Criteria of evaluation during seminars: 

- the grade "excellent" is given to a higher education getter  who worked systematically during the seminar, showed versatile and deep knowledge of the program material, is able to successfully perform the tasks provided for by the program, mastered the content of the main and additional literature, realized the interrelationship of individual sections of the discipline, their importance for the formation personality, showed creative abilities in understanding and using educational program material, showed the ability to independently update and replenish knowledge; the level of competence is high (creative);

- the  grade of "good" is assigned to a higher education getter  who has demonstrated complete knowledge of the curriculum material, successfully completes the tasks provided for by the program, has mastered the basic literature recommended by the program, has shown a sufficient level of knowledge in the discipline and is capable of their independent updating and renewal during further education and professional activity; the level of competence is sufficient (constructive and variable); 

- the  grade of "satisfactory" is given to a higher education getter  who has demonstrated knowledge of the main curriculum material to the extent necessary for further study, copes with the tasks provided for by the program, made some mistakes in the answers, but has the necessary knowledge to overcome the mistakes made under the guidance of a scientific pedagogical worker; the level of competence is average (reproductive); 

- the grade "unsatisfactory" is assigned to a higher education getter  who did not demonstrate sufficient knowledge of the main curriculum material, made fundamental mistakes in the performance of the tasks provided for by the program, cannot use the knowledge in further studies without the help of a teacher, did not manage to master the skills of independent work; the level of competence is low (receptive-productive).

Evaluation of independent higher education getter  work. Independent higher education getter ’s work, which is provided in the program, is monitored and evaluated in the current control.
The work program of the course involves an individual independent work (optional) that has three types:

1) speech of a higher education graduate with an independently prepared report on the cathedral tour of the annual university scientific conference. Preparation for the conference takes place under the guidance of a teacher who acts as a scientific supervisor. In case of failure to perform or insufficient preparation of the speech, the academic supervisor will not allow the winner to participate in the conference, and the individual task will not be counted.

2) defense of the essay at the seminar class. The task is prepared under the guidance of the teacher.

3) production of teaching aids (visual aids - maps, presentations, stands, etc.). The task is prepared under the guidance of the teacher.

The grade for an individual assignment is awarded to the applicant only under the conditions of its successful completion and defense. The grade is added to the current grade. The topic of the individual task can be suggested by the teacher or the applicant.
Final control is not provided by the program.
As a result of studying this discipline, the higher education getter  receives a "credit" that is issued on the basis of the current educational activity of the higher education getter  under the following conditions: absence of missed classes or timely completion of them, the average score for the current educational activity is not less than 3.00.

The credit is given at the end of the study of the discipline on the basis of current grades in the form of an average score (ie, the arithmetic average of all received grades on a traditional scale, rounded to 2 (two) decimal places).

The obtained arithmetic mean of the discipline allows conversion into a 200-point grade for further ranking on the rating scale (ECTS) according to the credit-transfer system of the organization of the educational process.

13. Distribution of points received by applicants for higher education
The average score for discipline is converted into traditional mark by 4-point scale and regarded as a ratio of the arithmetic average to the percent of required knowledge. The resulting arithmetic average of discipline allows for the conversion of a mark for a 200-point scale ranging for further rating scale (ECTS) under credit transfer system.

In accordance with the points on a 200-point scale, higher education getter  are evaluated on a rating scale ESTS. Higher education getter  who are enrolled in one course at the same specialty, based on the number of points gained in the discipline, are ranked on a ESTS scale as follows:

Ranging by assigning ratings «A», «B», «C», «D», «E» held by deans-office for higher education getter  of the course enrolled for one specialty and successfully completed study the subjects. Higher education getter  who have been assessed «FX» and «F» ("2") is entered into the list of higher education getter  that are ranked, even after retaking credit. These higher education getter  after retaking automatically receive score «E». Multipoint and four-point scales describing the actual progress of each higher education getter  mastering the discipline. ECTS scale is relative, comparative, rating, which sets higher education getter  belonging to the group better or worse among the reference group of fellow higher education getter  (faculty, specialty). Therefore, grade "A" in ECTS-scale not equal evaluation "excellent", "B" not equal "good" and so on. Typically, the marks «A», «B», «C», «D», «E» does not coincide with the "5", "4", "3" on the traditional scale.
