ANNOTATION OF THE COURSE 
The subject of the discipline is the ethnic specificity of mental activity. 
Prerequisites: history and culture of Ukraine. 
Postrequisites: Lays the foundations for the study of sociology.

The purpose: creation of a general concept of the formation of ethnic specificity of mental activity with the aim of understanding the psychological laws of influence of ethnic and cultural affiliation on human life. Expanding the worldview, developing a sense of respect, pride and respect for Ukrainian history and culture; increasing the level of self-awareness; formation of the character of citizens and patriots; development of high social, state, humanistic, spiritual and cultural ideals, moral-ethical and aesthetic criteria and principles of life.
The task: to understand the psychological aspects of the development of the Ukrainian nation. Understand the importance of Ukrainian history and culture. To analyze Ukrainian spiritual and material culture in relation to the psychological features of national development. To interpret the features of the national development of the Ukrainian people through the prism of psychological features.

Results of studding of the discipline:

know: ethno-cultural features of the mental composition and behavior of people, determined by their national affiliation or ethnic community, as well as traditions formed historically; basic concepts, principles and provisions of ethnic psychology, peculiarities of the national culture of the Ukrainian people, its spiritual values ​​and priorities; factors of formation, specificity and scope of implementation of the Ukrainian mentality; the main stages of the formation of Ukrainian culture, calendar customs and ceremonies; social and domestic relations of traditional society, system of traditional relationships, national spiritual and material culture;

be able: to determine the ethno-cultural features of the mental composition and behavior of people determined by their nationality.

master the skills: to apply ethnopsychological knowledge in the practical spheres of one's activity, to find the influence of mentality and spirituality on social and everyday relations in society, on material culture; to understand the strategy of behavior in the ethnic conflict and ways of overcoming it.
COURSE DESCRIPTION
Forms and methods of teaching. The discipline will be taught in the form of seminar classes (30 hours) and organization of independent work of applicants (60 hours). Consultations are individual. When conducting seminar classes, teaching methods are used: verbal, visual, practical; explanatory and illustrative, reproductive, problem-based teaching, partially research, research; independent work of students on understanding and assimilation of new work material on the application of knowledge in practice and the development of skills and abilities, methods of organization and implementation of educational and cognitive activities; stimulation and motivation of learning, control, self-control.
Content and structure of the discipline 
Theme 1. Ethnopsychology as a science. The problem of ethnicity and nation in ethnopsychology. 

Theme 2. The main stages of the development of ideas about the subject of ethnopsychology. 

Theme 3. Methodological principles and methods of ethnopsychology. 

 Theme 4. Mental composition of the ethnic group. Ethnicity of Ukrainians. 

Theme 5. National consciousness. Mentality as an integral ethnopsychological feature of the nation. 

Theme 6. Ethnic stereotypes. Ethnic conflicts. 

Theme 7. Ethnopsychology of Ukrainians. 

Theme 8. Culture as the main ethnic distinguishing feature. Cross-cultural psychology.

Theme 9. Psychology of cultural interaction. Adaptation to a new cultural environment. 

Theme 10. Theoretical problems of ethnoculture. Psychology of intercultural interaction.

Theme 11. Mythological sources of the Ukrainian ethnocultural model: psychological aspect. 

Theme 12. Folk knowledge, moral and ethical norms of Ukrainians. 

Theme 13. Psychological models of Ukrainian oral folk art. 

Theme 14. Ukrainian traditional household culture: psychological dimension. 

Theme 15. The origin of the Ukrainian worldview of the 12th - the first half of the 14th century. 

Theme 16. The formation of the idea of ​​individuality in the psychology of the Ukrainian people in the second half of the 14th - 16th centuries. 

Theme 17. Attempts to realize independence in folk psychology of the 17th - early 18th centuries. 

Theme 18. Folk psychology in the spiritual and political life of Ukrainian society in the 18th century. 

Theme 19. Development of Ukrainian psychology during the period of national revival in the first half of the 19th century. Ukrainian national psychology of the second half of the 19th century. 

Theme 20. Psychological aspects of the Ukrainian statist idea in the 20th and early 21st centuries. 
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CONTROL AND MARKS
Assessment is carried out by the current control of students at each seminar (at least 30% of students are interviewed). Control methods: oral questioning, testing, written work, creative assignments. The student's current educational activity is assessed on a 4-point (traditional) scale: "5", "4", "3", "2". The student's independent work, which provided in the program, is monitored and evaluated under the current supervision. 
Criteria of evaluation during seminars: 
- the grade "excellent" is given to a student who worked systematically during the seminar, showed versatile and deep knowledge of the program material, is able to successfully perform the tasks provided for by the program, mastered the content of the main and additional literature, realized the interrelationship of individual sections of the discipline, their importance for the formation personality, showed creative abilities in understanding and using educational program material, showed the ability to independently update and replenish knowledge; the level of competence is high (creative);

- the  grade of "good" is assigned to a student who has demonstrated complete knowledge of the curriculum material, successfully completes the tasks provided for by the program, has mastered the basic literature recommended by the program, has shown a sufficient level of knowledge in the discipline and is capable of their independent updating and renewal during further education and professional activity; the level of competence is sufficient (constructive and variable); 

- the  grade of "satisfactory" is given to a student who has demonstrated knowledge of the main curriculum material to the extent necessary for further study, copes with the tasks provided for by the program, made some mistakes in the answers, but has the necessary knowledge to overcome the mistakes made under the guidance of a scientific pedagogical worker; the level of competence is average (reproductive); 

- the grade "unsatisfactory" is assigned to a student who did not demonstrate sufficient knowledge of the main curriculum material, made fundamental mistakes in the performance of the tasks provided for by the program, cannot use the knowledge in further studies without the help of a teacher, did not manage to master the skills of independent work; the level of competence is low (receptive-productive).

Final control "credit".

As a result of studying this discipline, the applicant receives a "credit" that is issued based on the current educational activity of the applicant under the following conditions: absence of missed classes or timely completion of them, an average score for current educational activity of at least 3.00. The credit is given at the end of the study of the discipline on the basis of current grades in the form of an average score (ie, the arithmetic average of all received grades on a traditional scale, rounded to 2 (two) decimal places). The obtained arithmetic mean of the discipline allows conversion to a 200-point grade for further ranking on the rating scale (ECTS). According to the obtained points on a 200-point scale, the winners are evaluated on the ЕСTS rating scale.
INDEPENDENT WORK

The independent work of the student, which is provided for in the program, is monitored and evaluated during the current control.
