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Theme: “Forensic examination of the detection of degree of the body injuries, condition of the health and age, disputed sexual conditions and sexual crimes” 4 h.
Motivational characteristics

Actuality of the subject is determined by the fact that in the work of practical doctor, regardless of  specialty (surgeon, traumatologist, neurologist, obstetrician-gynecologist, oculist), necessity of forensic medical examination of the patients that  need medical care because of various injuries constantly arises. In these cases in addition to medical manipulations doctor-clinician should competently and fully describe found injuries in the case history or ambulatory card, because in the future these documents are used for forensic-medical forensic medical examination. These documents gain special importance when it is impossible for the forensic-medical expert to examine the victim in the early terms after the trauma (because of severe state or other reasons). In these cases the conclusion of an expert basicly depends on the quality of medical documents which an expert can obtain. Incompetent, incomplete description of the physical injuries in the case history (ambulatory card), insufficient description of dynamics of traumatic process often makes an expert unable to decide the matter about the mechanism and remoteness of injuries, to determine the extent of severity of physical injuries.

Furthermore, in case when there is no forensic-medical expert on the staff and there is a necessity of forensic medical examination of a person (victim, suspected, accused) a doctor of any specialty may be invited for execution of such forensic medical examination, and that requires knowledge of principles of description of physical injuries and method of determination of severity of the physical injuries.

Educational aims

· familiarization of the students with occasions and order of execution of forensic-medical forensic medical examination of alive persons;
· students must know the method of forensic medical examination of alive persons and be able to determine the severity of physical injuries on the basis of the given data;
· students must have the possibility to master the method of forensic medical examination of physical injuries in an alive person at the out-patient reception;
· students must become being able to carry out the forensic medical examination of alive person.

Content of the theme 
1. The occasions for carrying out of the forensic-medical forensic medical examination of alive persons:

a) forensic medical examination for establishing of presence, nature, mechanism of formation and the degree of severity of physical injuries.

b) forensic medical examination for the purpose of establishment of permanent loss of common ability to work, professional or special ability to work.

c) forensic medical examination in cases of sexual crimes;
d) forensic medical examination in cases of arguable sexual states;
e) forensic medical examination of the state of health;
f) forensic medical examination of the cases of artificial diseases and self-injuries;
g) forensic medical examination for the purpose of determination of age;
h) forensic medical examination in cases of infection with venereal diseases and AIDS;
i) forensic medical examination of presence and degree of alcohol intoxication (should be underlined that forensic-medical expert may only estimate the corresponding data, contained in the medical documentation).

2. Grounds for carrying out of forensic-medical examination of an alive person:

a) directive of organ of domestic affairs, Office of Public Prosecutor, law-court (“Act of Forensic medical examination” is composed in this case);

b) decree of organ of domestic affairs, Office of Public Prosecutor; judge (“Conclusion of Expert” is composed in this case);

c) definition of the law-court (“Conclusion of Expert” is composed in this case);

d) other possibilities for execution of forensic medical examination in the forensic-medical order (Law of Ukraine “About Forensic medicine”).

3. Categories of persons that may be examined (victims, suspected, accused, more rarely – witnesses).

4. Order of execution of forensic-medical examination of an alive person:

a) familiarization with the circumstances of the affair stated in the directive (decree);

b) familiarization with the originals of medical documents applied to the trauma (disease), if these are present; they include roentgenograms, computer tomograms, results of paraclynical methods of forensic medical examination;

c) questioning of examined person (should be ascertained: time, place and circumstances of injury, objects used for injury, regions of the body that were stroked, quantity of the strikes, did the examined apply for medical care, complaints for the moment of forensic medical examination);

d) inspection of the examined person with detailed description of all of the injuries and their consequences (e.g. scars) using the corresponding scheme:

· exact localization;

· type of the injury (abrasion, bruise, wound, contusion of soft tissues, burn etc.);

· shape and dimensions of the injury;

· other properties (for wounds – state of the edges and ends, presence of the wound channel, for bruises – color, for abrasions – state of the surface (crusts));

· state of the surrounding tissues (trace of blood, swelling, foreign intrusions (especially important for the cases of firearm injuries, car crashes etc.);

· if there are several injuries in a single region of the body – their mutual localization.

a) carrying out of additional investigations (in the cases when the disposable data are not sufficient for composing the conclusion) – roentgenologic (specification of presence and character of the fracture), consultation of neurosurgeon (definition of presence and character of cranial-cerebral trauma), traumatologist (definition of the consequences of the fracture) etc. If needed, the complex of paraclinical investigations of appropriate type is carried out.

Comment: When carrying out forensic medical examination for definition of true state of health independently of fullness and quality of disposable medical documentation, the examined person is subjected to full clinical forensic medical examination (according to the profile of the disease) and paraclinical and laboratory investigations of the appropriate type.
b) Composition of the “Conclusion”.

Conclusion must include answers for all of the questions that are asked to the expert. If it is impossible to answer some question expert comments that in his conclusion and argues the reasons for that. Expert does not answer the questions that are beyond his competence.

Regardless of the character of the asked questions expert must indicate in the conclusion:

· presence and nature of the physical injuries;

· type of the weapon used for the injury;

· mechanism of injury;

· remoteness of injury;

· degree of severity.

5. Definition of the degree of severity of physical injuries.

Definition of the degree of severity of physical injuries is carried out according to the “Rules of forensic-medical definition of the degree of severity of physical injuries” (1995) (Order no.6 “About further development and perfection of forensic-medical service of Ukraine” (of January 17, 1995).

Physical injuries are distinguished into three groups: heavy, medium heaviness and light.

Grevious injuries (article 101 of Criminal Code of Ukraine) – are the injuries that:

a) represent a danger to life;

b) entailed to loss of some organ or to loss of the functions of an organ;

c) entailed to mental disease;

d) entailed to disorder of health associated with permanent loss of more than one third of ability to work;

e) interruption of pregnancy;

f) indelible disfiguration of the face.

Rules include detailed list of physical injuries that represent a danger to life. It is necessary to know that presence and nature of mental disorder, its causal relationship with the injury is determined by expert-psychiatrist. Forensic-medical expert may only determine the degree of severity of physical injuries. Forensic-medical expert determines the presence of pregnancy, the fact of its interruption, causal relationship of interruption of pregnancy and injury together with the specialist – obstetrician-gynecologist.

Disfiguration of the face is not a medical concept. That is why the fact of disfiguration is not included in the competence of forensic-medical expert (that is the function of investigator and law-court). In this case the forensic-medical expert, besides the usual questions, determines the question of possibility to efface the consequences of the injury.

Physical injuries of medium heaviness (article 101 of Criminal Code of Ukraine).

These include the injuries that:

a) entailed to prolonged disturbance of health for more than 3 weeks (21 day);

b) entailed to permanent loss of common ability to work for less than one third (10% to 33%).

Disturbance of health and its duration is determined first of all depending on the trauma itself and its consequences. The duration of treatment and duration of disturbance of health are different concepts. In medical practice happen cases when a patient having a relatively light trauma is kept in a hospital for a long time (first of all to prevent possible complications). In these cases only the period of real disturbance of health is taken into account. The same situation takes place when a patient is receiving treatment for a long time because of exacerbation of a chronic disease and not because of the trauma.

Light physical injuries (article 101 of Criminal Code of Ukraine).

These include:

a)
physical injuries that entailed short-term disturbance of health or insignificant permanent loss of ability to work;

b)
physical injuries that didn’t entail these consequences.

Short-term disturbance of health implies more than 6 days but no more than 21 day. Insignificant permanent loss of ability to work implies the loss of less than 10%.

The second type of light physical injuries includes the injuries that have insignificant transitory consequences that last for less than 6 days.

Content of the theme (text of theses), graphologic structure of the class

Peculiarities and methods of performing of such forensic examinations are described in “Rules of performing of forensic-medical examinations in case of sexual conditions in the bureau of forensic-medical examinations” (1995).

Forensic examination of women is performed in such reasons:

1. Sexual maturity

2. Disturbance of hymen’s intactness

3. Character and mechanism of appearance of the injuries during the violent sexual act

4. Character and mechanism of the injuries and changes during the deprived acts

5. Ability to the sexual contact and fertilization

6. Pregnancy and occurred labor (delivery) 

7. In the case of abortion resulted by the trauma

8. Artificial abortion

9. Sexual belonging

10. Condition of genital tract while determining the degree of still loss of working capacity or ability to physical activity

Forensic medical examination of men is performed to determine:

1. Ability to sexual contact

2. Ability to fertilization

3. Sexual maturity

4. Signs, which can witness about the violent satisfaction of sexual passion by unnatural way

5. Signs, which can be used to determine the rape

Knowledge of forensic medicine and other specialties are used to solve the questions. Following laboratory methods are used: forensic-immunologic, forensic-cytological, clinical and others. Medical documentation and materials of the case are studied if necessary. 

Depending on tasks, such forensic medical examination can be performed by one forensic-medical expert and by commission (involving obstetrician-gynecologist, urologist, sexopathologist).

Forensic medical examination of the female sexual maturity is performed from 14 till 17 years.

During the determination of the sexual maturity it is detected:

1. Anthropometric indices: body weight, height, circumference of the chest, circumference of the forearm, hip, seizes of the pelvis

2. Anthroposcopic indices with determination of general physical development

3. Data of special gynecological examination

4. Indicators of the development of external and internal genital tract

5. Indicators of the genital glands’ function

Determination of the disturbance of hymen’s intactness

Forensic medical except solving the question about the disturbance of the hymen’s intactness on the base of macroscopical and laboratory signs (monochromatic illumination) determine the time of disturbance.

In some cases extraction of the vaginal smears and smear from the external vaginal fauces is performed to determine the possible presence of spermatozoons. 

Determination of character and mechanism of the injuries during the violent sexual act (forensic examination of the rape)

The following tasks are solved during the examination:

1. Fact of the previous sexual contact, which is based on the ruptures of the hymen, determination of the time of their appearing and mechanism of the disturbance; presence of spermatozoons in vagina and their kind; pregnancies or venereal diseases.

2. Presence of body injuries with determination of their character, mechanism and time of appearing 

3. Determination of the medical consequences of violent actions with necessary determination of the degree of the severity of body injuries

4. Determination of the signs of helpless condition, which can be resulted by the age, health condition, inflicted injuries, toxic effect

Forensic medical examination in the case violent sexual contact in unnatural form solves the same tasks, as in the case of rape with sexual act in natural form. If the examined person after the sexual contact in the anal pore did not have defecation, it is necessary to take smears from the rectum to determine the kind of the spermatozoons; it is performed by gauze tampon from 3 – 5 cm of the rectum.

Determination of the signs of seduction

Signs of seduction are determined during the examination of the persons, which are younger 16 years.

Inflammatory manifestations, injuries in the region of genital tract, and also some structural-morphological changes in external genital tract, anal pore and its adjoining region, which appear after the pressure or friction by the penis, especially during the numerous and long-lasting cases of seduction are considered the signs of seduction of physical character.

Determination of the ability to sexual contact and fertilization

Forensic medical examination in such case is performed by commission in cases of divorce, when the woman is unable to fertilization, names herself the mother of the other child, and also during the determination of the degree of severity of the body injuries in the case of the loss of sexual reproductive ability.

Possibility of the sexual act, fertilization, pregnancy and labors compose the female reproductive capacity.

During such forensic examination it is necessary to detect the anatomical-physiological peculiarities and age of the examined person, presence of developmental defects of the genital tract, genital and extragenital diseases, chronic infectious diseases and intoxications, outcomes of traumatic injuries, which can cause the loss of the sexual reproductive capacity.

Determination of the previous pregnancies and labors

This forensic medical examination is performed by commission with obstetrics-gynecologist to solve the following tasks:

1. Presence of the pregnancy and its term

2. Period of the previous labors or miscarriages

3. Character of the course of pregnancy and afterbirth period

4. Presence of the diseases, including of the genital tract, which can cause the abortion

Decision of these questions is based on detection and estimation of the appropriate obstetrical signs, genital and extragenital pathology, and also results of special laboratory examination. Discharge form the mammary glands is examined in the forensic-cytological department to detect morphological elements – colostrum bodies, lipid balls, leucocytes, epithelial cells; they help to determine the previous pregnancy, its term and time of the delivery.

Determination of the injury’s influence on abortion

Forensic medical examination is performed by commission to determine the degree of the severity of the body injuries. Original medical documents from the women’s consultation clinic, hospitals, puerperal house, where pregnant applied  during the present pregnancy before and after the injury. Questioning of the injured person is very important. It is determined:

· circumstances of the injury, time of injuring and mechanism, what object has resulted the injury, place of direct contact, position, in which the injured person was before and after the contact, with which body parts she contacted with the floor while falling;

· when does the symptoms, which could cause miscarriage or premature delivery; time and place of the fetus’ delivery, its length, weight, obstetrical anamnesis;

· somatic and infectious diseases, which occurred before and during the pregnancy; character of the pregnancy’s course; whether the pregnant attended the stationary to preserve the pregnancy.

Body injuries, their character and localization are thoroughly described during the examination of the injured persons.

The SEVERE degree of the gravity of body injuries is determined if abortion has occurred in the result of injury.

If the objective symptoms of abortion (bloody discharge, uterus’ hypertonus) occurred after the injury and pregnancy was preserved by qualified medical interventions, than the degree of gravity of the body injuries is determined taking to consideration the period of treatment.

If the objective signs of miscarriage are absent, than only the degree of the gravity of body injuries is determined.

Determination of the artificial interruption of the pregnancy

Forensic medical examination is performed by commission with obstetrician-gynecologist. The following tasks are solved:

1. Where the examined person was pregnant?

2. Where the abortion has occurred?

3. When has the abortion occurred?

4. Whether the abortion was spontaneous or artificial?

5. How much time has already passed after the abortion?

6. How has the abortion done?

7. What harm has the abortion caused?

Determination of sex

Forensic medical examination is performed by commission with endocrinologist, obstetrician-gynecologist, urologist and psychiatrist with examination in specialized medical institutions.

Determination of the capacity to the sexual contact in males

Forensic medical examination is performed by commission with sexopathologist. Forensic medical examination is based on the anamnesis, examination of the person, data of laboratory examinations, data of medical documentation, and, if necessary, materials of the case.

Venereal and non-venereal diseases of uro-genital tract, endocrine system, infectious diseases, injuries of genital tract and pelvic bones, diseases and injuries of central-nervous system, presence of harmful habits are detected.

During the examination it is necessary to determine anthropometric data, expressed skin reflexes, condition of development of secondary genital signs, development of the genital tract, presence of the developmental defects and signs of the injury.

Conclusion as for the capacity to the sexual contact should be based on all received during the examination data. To decide the question about the impotence of the examined person (if the objective signs, which could cause it, are absent), it is necessary to study medical documentation from the hospital, where he applied, protocols of the inquest of the victim and wife of the suspected (accused).

Determination of the capacity to fertilization in males

During such forensic medical examination laboratory examination of sperm and commission with urologist are necessary.

Conclusions about the examined person’s capacity to fertilization should be based on all received data. It should be mentioned, that developmental defects of the penis – expressed subcorneal or scrotal epi- or hypospadia are not absolute proof of incapability to fertilization.

Thickened and tuberous testes, two-sided thickening of the epididymis, expressed cicatricle changes in the region of seminal vesicles and prostate can cause asospermy. If there are few spermatozoons (oligospermy), it can be told about the decreased capacity of fertilization, however, it could not be excluded at all. 

Determination of the sexual maturity of males

Forensic medical examination is performed as for the men aged from 14 till 18 years in cases, related with sexual crimes. Sexual maturity of the males is characterized by such condition of general physical development and forming of the genital glands, during which the sexual life is a physiological function, which does not cause the disturbance of health and does not harm the further development of the organism.

During the determination of sexual maturity the following signs of the organism of examined person are taken to consideration:

1. Indicators  of the general development of the organism

2. Indicators of the development of external and internal genital tract

3. Capacity to the sexual contact and fertilization

Conclusions about the sexual maturity of the examined person are based on all received data. The following variants of conclusion:

1. The examined person is not sexually mature and can not perform the sexual acts

2. The examined person is not sexually mature, but can perform the sexual acts

3. The examined person is sexually mature and can perform the sexual acts

Determination of the signs, which can be the evidences of violent satisfaction of the sexual passion by unnatural way (performing of the violent act of pederasty)

Forensic medical examination is performed if the violent or non-violent act of pederasty with under-aged was performed

During the examination of the active partner attention is paid on the presence of hemorrhages, abrasions, hair, fecal masses, oil on the penis and presence of the fecal masses on the loin hairs. Print from the penis on the glass is performed to discover by forensic-cytological examination the particles of the fecal masses and blood. Bacteriological examination of the penis’ print is performed to detect the Escherichia colii.

During the examination of passive partner attention is paid on the possible injuries, which can be represented by longitudinal ruptures between the folds of the mucous membrane of the rectum, oval abrasions, ruptures of the mucous membrane. Examination of the rectum is performed by proctologist. 

In fresh cases, when the defecation was absent, rectal smears are examined on the presence of spermatozooons.

Determination in the males of the violent sexual act’s signs.

During such forensic medical examination condition of the clothes of the suspected in the performing of the violent sexual act are examined, presence of the injuries or dirt, spots, which look like the blood, saliva, hair clothes’ fibers are detected. During the examination of the suspected is rape seizes, character, localization, form and peculiarities of all body injuries, and also all present on the penis and adjoining body region peculiarities are determined.

Prints from the penis and from the external urethral orifice are performed to determine kind of the present vaginal epithelium. Content under the nails is extracted and sent on the analysis to find the blood, layering, it kind, sex and tissue-organ belonging.

Control of the initial level of the students’ knowledge using tests with supplying of missed information and with answers – tasks of the 11th level and situational tasks

Task 1. During the fight Mrs. S received a hit by the kulak in the region of larynx. Mrs. S. felled down on the ground. Then she was delivered by the ambulance to the hospital. During the examination – AP 120/70, pulse – 70 per minute, skin covers are pale. On the anterior surface of the neck – abrasion 1x0,8 cm, oval formed with dump surface.

Detect the degree of gravity of the body injuries.

Task 2. Pregnant on the term 20 weeks Mrs. S, 25 years old, was hit by the car. In the hospital – pulse 90 per minute, Ap 105/70. On X-ray examination the fracture of the superior branch of pubic bone and deviation of the pubic symphysis on 1,5 cm was detected. The artificial abortion was performed because of impossibility of the pregnancy’s prolonging. During the control examination the remaining manifestations were not discovered. 

Detect the degree of gravity of the body injuries.

Task 3. Pregnant on the 15th week woman N. was inside the car during the car accident. She was delivered to the hospital unsatisfactory condition. AP 110/70, pulse – 70 per minute. Closed fracture of tibial bone of the right hip is detected on X-ray examination. Pregnancy was preserved, she was submitted from the hospital in satisfactory condition.
