1. Topic of the class: "Organisational and procedural principles of forensic medical examination in Ukraine" - 2 hours.
2. Relevance of the topic:
In the course of investigating cases involving crimes against human health and life, the investigation raises questions that require medical and biological knowledge. The resolution of such issues is entrusted to forensic medical examination and specialists - forensic medical experts. According to the current legislation, if necessary, a doctor of any speciality may be involved in forensic medical actions. Therefore, knowledge of the organisational foundations of forensic medical examination and the procedural rules governing forensic medical expert activity is essential for doctors of any speciality.
3. Objectives of the lesson:
3.1. General objectives: to acquaint students with the organisation of the forensic service in Ukraine, procedural rules and legislative regulations governing its conduct.

3.2. Educational objectives: to acquaint students with historical information about the impact of departmental subordination and the peculiarities of socio-economic formation of society on the objectivity of forensic medical examination on the example of the cases of the Multan Votyaks, Baylis, Sannota Vanzetti, and the Katypi event. To acquaint students with the activities of prominent forensic physicians of Ukraine - Bokarius M.S., Kontsevych I.O., Raiskyi M.I., Rubeshansky A.F., Sapozhnikov Y.S., Fadeev A.M. and their contributions to the development of the theory and practice of forensic medicine.

3.3 Specific goals:

          5. Content of the topic:
Basic terminology
The Code is a single systematic legislative act that contains legal norms regulating a particular area of social relations.

The Criminal Code (CC) is a set of laws that defines the grounds, conditions and principles of criminal liability, the system and procedure for determining punishment, the conditions and types of exemption from criminal liability or punishment, the signs of socially dangerous acts (crimes) and the degree of responsibility applied to the persons guilty of committing them.

The Criminal Procedure Code (CPC) is a set of laws that systematically contains rules and regulations governing the activities of the bodies of inquiry, pre-trial investigation, prosecution, and court in the detection, identification, exposure and punishment of crimes and defines the rights and obligations of all participants in criminal proceedings.

Forensic examination is a study by an expert on the basis of special knowledge of material objects, phenomena and processes in which there is information about the circumstances of a case that is being investigated by the inquiry, preliminary investigation or court.

Forensic medical examination is a type of forensic examination that is intended to resolve medical or biological issues that arise during the investigation of cases by the inquiry, preliminary investigation or court.

A forensic expert is a person who has the necessary knowledge to give an opinion on the issue under investigation.

A forensic medical expert is a person who has the title of a doctor, has received special training and holds a full-time position of a forensic medical expert in a forensic medical expert institution.

Expert physician is a physician of any speciality who is engaged by the investigation, inquiry or court authorities to perform forensic medical expert functions.

A forensic medical specialist is a person engaged by an investigator to examine a corpse at the place of its discovery, and can be either a full-time forensic expert or a doctor of any speciality.

To resolve medical and biological issues. Forensic medical examination is appointed in the practical activities of the bodies of inquiry, investigation and court. The procedure for its appointment and performance is regulated by the Criminal Code and the Code of Criminal Procedure, the Law on Forensic Medical Examination, the Fundamentals of Ukrainian Healthcare Legislation (1992), and Order No. 6 of the Ministry of Health (1995). The law also regulates cases of mandatory forensic medical examination.

A forensic medical examination is appointed by the investigator or court, which draws up the relevant resolution.

A forensic medical examination is entrusted to a forensic expert. The CPC also regulates the possibility of involving a doctor of any speciality in the examination if he or she has the necessary knowledge to give an opinion. Such a doctor is called an expert. If no resolution is drawn up, then a study is conducted

of a particular object. Such objects that are studied during a forensic medical examination or forensic medical examination (for living persons - examination) are the corpses of persons who died by violent death or suspected of violent death; victims, accused persons and other persons; material evidence and materials of criminal and civil cases. These objects can be examined during the primary, additional or repeated examination, which can be performed by a single person, a commission or a complex.

The investigator who ordered the examination must be present during the examination, and the doctor must be present with the investigator's permission.

A forensic examination of any object can only be carried out by a state forensic expert institution, and its research can also be carried out by a commercial entity or individual citizens, provided they have a licence entitling them to engage in such activities.

The state forensic medical examination is organised on the principle of instances, with the main structural elements being the district (inter-district) bureau of forensic medical examination, the regional bureau (city bureau of Kyiv) of forensic medical examination and the main bureau of forensic medical examination of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine.

The structural and functional unit of the forensic medical examination is the Bureau of Forensic Medical Examination. The bureau has such functional units as departments and divisions. The bureau has 5 departments that correspond to the objects of examination and 5 branches that ensure the performance of basic laboratory tests. The departments of the Bureau are as follows:

1.   Department of Forensic Medical Examination of Corpses.

2.   Department of forensic medical examination of victims, accused and other persons.

3.  Department of forensic medical examination of material evidence.

4.  4. Department of commission examinations.

5.  Department of on-call forensic experts.

The bureau also has an organisational and methodological department.

The branches of the Bureau include district and inter-district branches and 5 branches that are part of the Forensic Medical Examination of Physical Evidence Department, namely:

> Department of Forensic Histology

> Department of Forensic Immunology

> Department of Forensic Medicine

> Department of Forensic Toxicology

> Department of Forensic Cytology.

The departments and divisions of the Bureau of Forensic Medicine carry out forensic examinations or investigations of relevant objects.

For example, the Corpse Examination Department performs forensic examinations to determine the cause of death, the nature and mechanism of bodily injuries, the time of death, etc.

The Department of Living Persons Examination performs forensic medical examinations to establish the presence of bodily injuries, determine the degree of severity, and in cases of sexual offences, determine disputed gender.

The Commission Examination Department performs forensic medical examinations to eliminate contradictions between the previously conducted examination and other case materials, in case of unreasonable conclusions or doubts of the person who ordered the examination about its correctness, as well as to establish the term of conception, fertility, percentage of loss of professional capacity and correctness of medical care in cases of criminal prosecution of medical professionals for "professional offences".

The Physical Evidence Examination Department performs forensic examinations to determine the existence of physical evidence and issues that may be evidence in a case. Forensic histological, forensic immunological, forensic medical, forensic toxicological, and forensic cytological examinations are performed.

Forensic histological examinations are carried out to establish pathological and traumatic changes in the objects sent in, to establish or confirm the cause of death, the duration of the injury, the lifetime of the injury, etc.

Forensic immunological examinations are carried out to establish the presence, type and group affiliation of objects of human origin, to establish paternity, maternity and child substitution.

Forensic medical and forensic examinations are carried out to establish the instruments of trauma, their differentiation and identification, identification of a person, determination of the nature and elemental composition of micro-objects, traces, overlays, reconstruction of the situation in which the injuries were inflicted.

Forensic toxicological examinations are carried out to identify and determine chemicals in objects of biological origin and other evidence.

Forensic cytological examinations are carried out to establish the presence of cells from human tissues in traces and material evidence, to determine their species, group, sex and organ-tissue affiliation.

Forensic medical examinations are carried out by specialists - forensic medical experts. When performing an examination, a forensic expert has the relevant rights and obligations. In addition, a forensic expert is also liable under the Criminal Code.

A forensic expert is obliged, by order of the investigating officer or court order, to conduct a full examination of the object and give a thorough and objective opinion. In addition, he or she must preserve the object of investigation to the maximum extent possible.

Forensic medical experts (expert doctors) have the right to:

1.    Know the purpose and objectives of the examination.

2.    Get acquainted with the case file.

3. Request additional materials.

4. To indicate the facts established in the course of the examination that are relevant, but about which the relevant questions were not asked.

5. To be present during interrogations and other investigative actions.

6. To ask questions about the examination to a person under investigation in relation to the subject matter of the examination.

7. Apply for the invitation and involvement of the necessary specialists in the examination.

8. Receive remuneration for the examination, if its performance was not an official task.

9.  Forensic medical experts are subject to professional rights provided for in the Fundamentals of Legislation of Ukraine on Healthcare (Article 77) and the Law on Civil Service.

10. Forensic medical experts are subject to compulsory state insurance against AIDS. A forensic expert shall be liable under the CC for the examination he/she conducts, namely:

> knowingly false testimony;

> for disclosure of pre-trial investigation or inquiry data;

> for refusal of the expert to perform his/her duties.

The state guarantees the independence of the expert and the correctness of his or her opinion, which is ensured:

> the procedure for appointing an expert,

> prohibiting any interference with the examination;

> the existence of forensic institutions that are separated from the bodies of inquiry and preliminary investigation;

> criminal liability of an expert for knowingly giving false testimony;

> The possibility of appointing a second examination;

> The presence of the participants in the process during the examination. A forensic medical examination may be conducted in a court hearing. The results of a forensic medical examination shall be documented in a document under the following headings

called the "Expert Opinion". If a forensic medical examination is conducted, its results are recorded in a document called the "Forensic Medical Examination Report". These documents consist of three parts: an introductory, descriptive (research) and concluding part.
