Preventive program

Offering preventive information and health  counseling is an important part of dental service , appealing to an increasingly sophisticated health care consumer. Intraoffice education efforts can include topics such as home care, thumb sucking, diet, oral health during pregnancy, the dangers of smokeless tobacco , and infant oral health. Information should be shared with individuals at their levels of need and comprehension .

A well-planed   and –executed preventive education program can be a dynamic making tool .

An excellent way to offer educational and preventive services is through a dental educator –marketing coordinator . The educator can be developed from among current staff members, or a new person maybe employed.  An invaluable resource, the educator must be given proper training and sufficient time to perform intraoffice teaching responsibilities, patient- relations tasks, and community – wide educational activities.       

COMUNICATIONS WITH PARENTS AND PATIENTS 

A sense of trust must be developed between parents and patients and dental team. This rapport comes from skillful communications. Like communication among office team members, communication with parents and patients includes listening speaking , writing reading and using nonverbal language .Listening with empathy and patience to the questions and concerns of parents  and patients is a must. Although the dentist must spend sufficient time with parents to fulfilled professional responsibilities, ensure that informed consent is given , and establish trust , a well- trained auxiliary can deepen the partner- and patient- practice relationship. A staff members can listen to problems, interpret concerns , give home care instructions , reiterate  answers to parents’ and parents’ questions .

The purpose of educational program is to develop the knowledge in parents + children about oral health, to describe the objectives , procedures, and rationale for infant oral health. The program should focus mainly on preventive aspects of infant oral health .

Nowak has outlined the rationale for infant oral health , providing a local and compelling argument for seeing  a child at a time when dental caries has not had time to develop, habits are still beneficial, and the entire  dental preventive  armamentarium is available.

The goals can be summarized by the following six tenets.

Break the Cycle of Early Childhood Caries.

Primary tooth caries , now called early childhood caries, remains a problem for many children. In many studies, by 5 years of age , as many of half of children have experienced dental caries  .

In subpopulation of poor and minority children, the rate is higher and the condition begins earlier. Although the cause of such early-onset disease remains unknown, the concentration of disease in certain populations suggest the diet, microflora , and even prenatal factors may be contributory . Of even more concern is the cyclic nature of early childhood caries in which children affected remain at risk throughout childhood , even when preventive services are available.

-  Manage  the Risk/ Benefit of Habit

Infancy gives risk to many habits , and those affecting the oral cavity. 

-  Disrupt the Acquisition of Harmful Microflora.

-  Establish a Dental Home for Health or Harm.

-  The concept of a dental home has been suggested as a means to focus preventive , treatment and referral services  to optimize oral health. Our physician colleagues understand the benefits of establishing a doctor-family relationships. Care is began with nonthreatening preventive services
