2.PRINCIPLE PRACTICAL METHODS FOR EXAMINATION OF A PATIENT IN SKIN AND VENEREAL DISEASES

1. Inspection of the healthy skin areas, mucous membranes and the skin appendages.

2. Auxiliary methods of examination: palpation, diascopy (vitropression), scraping of the erupted bsions, e/c.

3. Detection of dermatographia and pilomotor reflex (goose flesh) and then-estimation.

4. Battser's iodine test in pityriasis versicolor.

5. Determination ofNikolsky's and Asboe-Hansen's signs.

6. Determination of psoriatic phenomena (psoriatic triad): "stearin spot", "psoriatic or terminal film" and "blood dew", or punctate bluding symptoms.

7. Collection of the pathological material for microscopic diagnosis ofmycoses.

8. Using of mercury vapor lamp supplied with Wood's glass in diagnosis of keratomycoses and trichomycoses.

9. Detection of acantholitic cells (cytodiagnosis after Tzanck).

10.Examination of the aspirate of regional lymphatic nodes in primary syphilis (puncture of regional lymphatic nodes).

11. Collection of the pathological material for the laboratory identification of Treponema Pallidum (microscopy in the dark field).

12. Collection of pathological material for identification of gonococci and trichomonads by microscopy and in culture.

13. Topical medication in dermatology: application of powders, lotions, wet dressing, compresses, shake lotions, patients for affected areas with aqueous or alcohol solution of aniline dyes, pastes, ointments, creams, plaster (emplastrum), glue, varnishes.

14. The application test by means of the Jadassohn-Block (patch) method or the droptest after Ivanov and Vedrov. 

15.Jadassohn's test in Duhring's disease.

16.The "ladies' heel" and Besmer-Meschersky's signs in cicatrizing erythematosus.

17. Collection of patient's venous blood.

18.Filling of medical cards at out-patient's dpt and case history at in-patient dpt. 19.Studying ofepidemiological anamnesis and case report.

Students must take possession of the skills.

1) To realise general examination of the patient (a examination, appreciation of the skin changes, de​termination of proliferative, exudative cavitary and acavitary, congenital and secondary morphological elements, monomorphic and polymorphic of the eruption, the palpation, the percussion, the scraption, determination of the dennographism, carrying out of the diascopy, Balcer's iodine test, Nicolsky's, Meschersky's sign, instrumental examinations.

2) To determine of preliminary diagnosis by the basis of the anamnesis, results of examinations of the patients, analysis of laboratory and instrumental examinations.

3) To organise consultation by physician-specialist for establishment of the final diagnosis.

4) To master modem method of the therapy and the prophylaxis dermal and venereal diseases.

5) To master necessary materials (scales, nails, pusses, blood, etc.) for laboratory examination, to do right description of the esultation of the examination by the basis of results of objective examination and special examinations.

6) to realise emergency medical service with syncopes, shock, allergic reaction. To direct to special treatment and prophylactic skins trafts.

7) Method of application of lotions, paste, aerosols, losions, etc.

8) To compose patient ambulant map.

9) To compose plan of the treatment of the patient with syphilis.

Student must know.

1. Semiotics of dermatosis and venereal diseases. Their peculiarity by location on any part of the body.

2. Basic methods of examination of patients with cutaneous and venereal diseases.

3. Special and laboratory methods of the examination, the most important functional methods of the examination.

4. Peculiarity of the case record registration of the dermatological and venerologic patients.

5. Bases of medical deontology at the dermatology and venerology, principles of medical ethics, practice of interrelation between physician and patient, concept about medical secret.

6. Modern methods of the treatment of the dermal and venereal diseases.

7. Bases of prophylactic medical examination, prophylaxis and rehabilitation with dermal and vene​real diseases. 

Students must know how

1) To diagnose dermatosises and venereal diseases, to appreciate condition of the patient of the basis of a anamnesis, clinical and laboratory examination of the patient especially.

2) To identify disorder of the keratogenesis process, change in the epidenna with inflammatory proc​ess in the derma, atrophic and hypertrophic processes breach of the chromogenesis, disorder of blood circulation inflammatory breach, disorders as a result of the metabolism breach, manifesting ofpathologic growth, developmental detect.

3) To carry out special dennatological examinations: a palpation, a scraption, a diascopy, a receipt of the isomorphic reaction, Nicolsky's sign, Balcer's iodine test, taking of the smears from erosion surface and ulcers, receipt of the dennatographism.

4) To realise drop, applicatic, scarific, intracutaneous, peroral and others allergic tests, th cany out their appreciation. To display persons with increased risk of illness to allergodertoatosis.

5) To hold basic principles of specific therapy with treatment for syphilis.

6) To determine directions for prophylaxis ofallergoflermatosis, contageous dermal and venereal dis​eases.
