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1. Aim and tasks of the study subject

1.1. Aim of teaching of the study subject «Obstetrics and Gynecology for students of the 4th year» is studying according to Section 1, listed in educational-qualificational program (EPP).

1.2. Main tasks of studying the subject Obstetrics and Gynecology for the students of the 4th year are:
- interpret clinical anatomy of female genitals and physiology of reproductive system;

- state preliminary diagnosis of main gynecological diseases, plan examination and tactics of patient management;

- determine etiological and pathogenetic factors of main diseases of female reproductive system;

- determine factors that influence family planning and develop measures aimed on rational family planning;

- perform necessary medical manipulations in gynecology;
- plan and perform emergency aid in urgent states in gynecology.

Classification of function disorders of reproductive system. Amenorrhea: classification, diagnostics. Anomalous uterine bleedings. Clinics, modern methods of diagnostics and treatment principles.

Subject 4. Neuroendocrine syndromes in gynecology.

Neuroendocrine syndromes in gynecology: premenstrual, menopausal, polycystic ovaries syndrome, Sheehan’s syndrome, hyperandrogenism. Clinics, modern methods of diagnostics and treatment principles.

Basics of oncogynecology.
Specific goals: 

1. classify and analyze clinical picture of benign, precancerous and malignant diseases of female genital system.

2. make plan of examination using modern methods of diagnostics, analyze data of laboratory and instrumental tests in benign, precancerous and malignant diseases of female genitals and state preliminary diagnosis;
3. conduct differential diagnostics of benign, precancerous and malignant diseases of female genital system;
4. determine tactics of patient management(principles of operative interventions and conservative treatment, rehabilitation measures) in benign, precancerous and malignant diseases of female genital system;
5. conduct prophylaxis of benign, precancerous and malignant diseases of female genital system;

6. perform necessary medical manipulations.
Subject 5. Benign tumors of female genitalia. Endometriosis. 

Definition of cyst and tumor of ovary. Cyst of Bartholin gland: clinics, diagnostics, complications, treatment. Benign tumors of ovaries: epithelial, tumors of genital cord stroma, lipid-cellular, germ cell tumors. Tumor-like masses in ovaries. Benign tumors of uterus. Clinics, diagnostics, complications, treatment, prophylaxis.
Endometriosis. Etiology and pathogenesis. Classification. Diagnostics. Clinics. Modern treatment methods. Medical rehabilitation in women with endometriosis.
Subject 6. Background and precancerous diseases of female genitalia. Malignant tumors of genitalia. Trophoblastic diseases.

Background and precancerous diseases of external genitalia. Background and precancerous diseases of cervix: classification. Hyperplastic processes of endometrium: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, modern methods of diagnostics, management tactics, treatment principles.
Malignant masses of female external genitals (cancer of vulva). Cervical cancer. Cancer of body of uterus. Sarcoma of uterus. Ovarian cancer. Cancer of uterine tube. Classification, clinics, diagnostics, management tactics and treatment principles.

Trophoblastic diseases. Diagnostics, management tactics and treatment principles.
Inflammatory diseases of female genitalia and gynecological diseases, which require emergency aid.

Specific objectives:

1. identify symptoms of inflammatory diseases of female genital system;

2. determine examination plan using modern methods of diagnostics, analyze data of laboratory and instrumental examination in inflammatory diseases of female genitals system and state preliminary diagnosis;

3. conduct differential diagnostics of urgent states in gynecological patients;

4. determine management tactics in inflammatory diseases of female genital system and acute gynecological pathology; 
5. perform necessary medical manipulations.


Subject 7.  Inflammatory diseases of female genitalia.
Definition of vaginal microbiocenosis. Etiology, pathogenesis, classification of inflammatory diseases of female genitals.  Inflammatory diseases of unspecific (vulvitis, bartholinitis, vaginitis, endocerviсitis, endometritis, adnexitis, parametritis, pelvioperitonitis) and specific etiology. Tuberculosis of female genitals. 

Sexually transmitted diseases (trichmoniasis, gonorrhea, candidosis, viral diseases, ureaplasmosis, micoplasmosis, chlamidiosis,). Diagnostics, treatment and prophylaxis of bacterial vaginosis. Management of patients with purulent tuboovarian mass. Treatment of acute and chronic diseases, inflammatory processes of female genitals. Indications to surgical treatment.

Peculiarities of inflammatory diseases in different age periods, management tactics. Rehabilitation of patients after inflammatory diseases.
Subject 8.  “Acute abdomen” in gynecology.
Extra-uterine pregnancy, ovarian apoplexy, rupture of ovarian tumor capsule, torsion of tumor pedicle, rupture of purulent tuboovarian mass, blood supply disturbance in myomatous node. Traumatic damage of genitalia. Clinics, diagnostics, management tactics. Emergency aid.

Preoperative preparation and postoperative care of gynecologic patients. Anesthesia during gynecological operations. Rehabilitation after gynecologic interventions.

Infertile marriage. Family planning. 

Specific goals: 

1. determine and classify main etiological and pathogenic factors of infertility; 

2. make examination plan and analyze data of laboratory and instrumental tests in infertility.

3. determine management tactics in infertility;

4. consult on question in family planning;

5. demonstrate knowledge in modern contraceptive methods;

6. make examination plan prior to contraception usage. 

Subject 9.  Infertile marriage.

Reasons for female and male infertility. Examination of infertile married couples. Modern principles and methods of treatment of female infertility (hormonal, surgical, artificial reproductive technologies). 
Subject 10. Family planning.

Consultation on family planning: directions, advantages, consulting process. General orientation in contraceptive methods:  COCs, vaginal ring, contraceptive patch, POPs, injections, IUD, barrier methods, spermicides. Methods of fertility evaluation, voluntary surgical sterilization, emergency contraception. Examination of a patient. Necessary examination prior to deciding upon usage of a specific contraceptive method.
Family planning in HIV-positive persons.
Subject 11. Curation of patients, preparation of an educational case history. Educational case history defense.

5. Methods of studying


According to the study plan methods of studying are: a) lectures; b) practical classes;          c) students’ individual work.

Lectures. Advantage is given to problem, overview and conceptual-analytic lectures, which become a process during which students obtain knowledge, motivational component and general-orientation component of acquiring scientific knowledge and also which enhance qualitative management of students’ individual work.

Practical classes are carried out on clinical bases according credit-module system of organization of the studying process.


Students’ individual work is subjected to the study plan and is performed by student individually beyond auditorial classes in a form of: preparation to practical classes and studying of topics which belong only to students’ individual work plan, curation of pregnant woman or gynecological patient, writing of educational case history, additional literature search and studying, creation of algorithms, structural logic schemes, writing of papers, annotations, reports for presentation on practical classes, clinical duty beyond studying time. Organization of individual work in departments of obstetric or gynecological in-patient is provided and controlled by teachers of the department.


Individual task – is a form of organization of studying aiming on enhancing, generalizing and consolidation of knowledge that is obtained by students during studying process and also on utilization of that knowledge in practice, i.e. individual studying-research task.

7. GRADING IN EDUCATIONAL DISCIPLINE “OBSTETRICS AND GYNECOLOGY” FOR SECTION 1
Grade in educational discipline is a sum of grades for routine educational activity (mean of current grades) and examination grade (traditional grade) which is marked upon evaluation of theoretical knowledge and practical skills according to the lists defined in the educational discipline study program.

Grading on current study activity of all students is not compulsory on every practical and seminar class. Although not less than 50% of students should be questioned on practical class.
Current study activity of a student is graded with a 4-points (traditional) scale.

Upon grading of study activity of students the following is taken into consideration: oral answer on the subject, situational tasks solving, curation of patients, justification of diagnosis, performing of differential diagnostics, conducting of examination and treatment plan, acquirement of algorithms of medical manipulations and analyses results evaluation. Students are informed about their marks by the end of study day.

For methodical provision of module covering in study discipline “Obstetrics and Gynecology” stuff of the department of obstetrics and gynecology prepared a series of methodical materials:

1. Methodical tutorials for teachers on topics of practical classes.

2. Methodical tutorials for students on topics of practical classes.

On the topic of each practical class were prepared 10-30 multiple choice questions, 5-15 situational tasks and practical skills. For covering of each practical skill listed in the module 1 program in obstetrics and gynecology was prepared methodical tutorial which specifically describes procedures of practical skills performance.
Routine study activity grading:

Current study activity of students is evaluated according to a 4-points (traditional) scale.

In the end of the educational discipline studying routine grade is calculated as a mean of all grades received by student according to traditional scale and rounded to 2 (two) digits after coma. 
Evaluation of individual tasks: 

Mark for individual tasks is graded only in case of their successful performance and defense. The mark is added to the routine grade. 
Evaluation of students’ independent work
Students’ individual work on study topic beyond auditorial work is evaluated upon routine control during corresponding class. Studying of topics belonging only to individual work is controlled on examination.

Examination
By the end of the educational discipline studying examination is carried out. Only those students are allowed on final attestation which have no academic debts and have a mean grade for routine study activity no lower than 3,00.

Examination is evaluated according to 4-points (traditional) scale.

Form of examining process

On examination student answers two theoretical question and solves two situational tasks. Besides that student solves one task on certain standard clinical situation by constructing of algorithm of doctor’s actions.
Evaluation criteria:

Mark “5” is graded when student answered 2 theoretical questions without mistakes and inaccuracies, solved 2 situational tasks and constructed algorithm of doctor’s action in a certain clinical situation.

Mark “4” is graded when student answered 2 theoretical questions without mistakes and uncertainties, but had some mistakes, inaccuracies in solving of situational tasks.

Mark “3” is graded when student answered theoretical questions and situational tasks with mistakes and inaccuracies.

Mark “2” is graded when student didn’t answer theoretical questions and didn’t solve situational tasks or solved them with substantial mistakes.

Examination is considered passed if student was graded “3” and higher.

Evaluation of educational discipline
Two marks are filled in bulletin in the department:
1. mean of all current grades (calculated a number rounded to 2 (two) digits after come, for instance 4,76);

2. traditional grade for examination.

Further evaluations are performed by informational-computational center of the university.

8. Methodical provision
