EXPLANATORY NOTE
Program of Obstetrics and Gynaecology is based on model program which is  recommended by the Ministry of Health of Ukraine for students from the dental faculties with the aim oriented on approach to strengthening of knowledge in obstetrics and gynecology with the essence of dental diseases, especially in women during pregnancy, maternity and post maternity period.

The overall aim of teaching the course Obstetrics and Gynecology, Faculty of Dentistry for students is to study the basics of physiology and pathology of pregnancy, maternity and postpartum period with the learning and awareness of diagnosis and therapy of pathological conditions that are the basis of an integral part of the qualifying characteristics of a dentist.

Features of the discipline for students of dental faculty are based on knowledge from the course of anatomy, physiology, pathological physiology, biochemistry and other disciplines, thus allow to understand learn and acquire practical skills typical of the above course.

WORK STUDY PROGRAM of a DISCIPLINE

Section I

1. Objectives of discipline. Its place in the educational process

1.1. Aims and objectives of teaching.

The aim of the course of obstetrics and gynecology for IV year students of the dental faculty is the study of obstetric conditions which in physiological and patofisiological direction are the basis of a perinatal guard of the fetus and usage of this knowledge in dayly dental praktis. 

The main condition of realisation of this goal is providing the rising level of knowledge acquired in theoretical and clinical departments and effective use in the study. It is advisable to study the course of obstetrics and gynecology conducted in a link to the study therapy, surgery and other clinical disciplines

1.2. The task of the discipline.

The task of obstetrical and gynecological discipline for IV year students of dental faculty are determined by typical program of Obstetrics and Gynecology for the dental Faculty and qualifying characteristics of dentist.

The dental student should acquire practical skills to be able to provide assistance to pregnant women, delivery, parturient women, newborn in a situation that can happens in their practice. Therefore students should to be able to do  general examination of pregnant women and gynecologic patients, medical and genetic counseling and family planning.

Student dentist should learn:

- To acquire skills for managen of normal and pathological deliveries together with the specialist;

- to know and to apply the skills of treatment of anomalies of delivery:

- to prevent and to treat of fetal distress syndrome;

- to make diagnoses of pregnancy;

- to know the methods of obstetrics research;

- to be able to diagnose and define principles of therapy of fetal and pathological course of pregnancy, in case of  infectious diseases, dental, hereditary, immunoconflikts conditions, occupational hazard, ectopic pregnancy;

- to know biomehanizm ov childbirth;

- to determine the state of intrauterine fetus:

- to regulate the activities of delivery;

- to know the principles of physiological and pathological course of postnatal period;

- to provide the necessary intensive care for newborn in asphyxia, for pregnant women, for women in terminal conditions in obstetrics and gynecology practice (eclampsia, acute hemorrhage, embolia, rupture of the uterus, septic shock);

- to know and to apply principles of obstetric care in extreme conditions;

- to assist in rupture of the cervix, vagina, perineum;

- to assist in pelvic fetal presentation;

- to know amniotomy technique, amniocentesis;

- to diagnose of ectopic pregnancy;

- to diagnose gynecologic conditions related with the acute abdomen in gynecology and to know the therapeutic management in these cases.

 Modern specialist dentist should be highly educated, well-developed man, creatively learn the discipline, to be educated on the best examples of Ukrainian and world medicine, constantly deepen their medical art, to be ready always to give medical care to women, pregnant women, newborns, gynecological patients in case of t urgent.
